Minutes

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the minutes from the September 15th and 28ths council meetings, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Feland addressed the council concerning the bill he incurred trying to find the sewer line at his business, Road Warrior Express.  The maps provided from KLJ were inaccurate and therefore required Clay’s Plumbing to spend 6.5 hours locating the line.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to submit the bill to KLJ for payment, all voting yes the motion passed.  Wessels and Hoffmann are going to meet with Fuchs this week about the other inconsistencies and poor performance that the city has incurred with KLJ.  They will then meet with KLJ to discuss these issues.  
Street Committee

Wessels read the following bids for the city pay loader: Duane Vetter-8000.01, Boyko-9850.00, Kelly Dittus-11200.00, William Truchan-5000.00, Todd DeMontigny-5000.00, Jake Hertz-9800.00, Bob Fleckenstein-10,500.00.  The bidders were then allowed to raise bids and the highest and final bid was from Kelly Dittus for 15700.00.  Fleckenstein moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the bid for 15700 to Kelly Dittus and sell him the 920 pay loader with the advertised buckets and chains, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Fleckenstein will visit with Tracy Cofer about the sale of the city pay loader and his needs to find other means of packing garbage in his box at the transfer station.  

Lynn Leibfired and Gaylen Lennick came to the board to discuss the potential closure of the railroad crossing at 46th Ave.  Leibfried informed the board that CHS has requested a private crossing for the new elevator expansion.  The city has voiced that they would like to keep excess truck traffic off of first avenue hence the reason CHS will build a new entrance, road and rail crossing East of town.  It is BNSF’s policy to close a existing crossing when opening a new crossing.  BNSF has been closing minimum maintence and use crossings for the last ten years to increase the safety of railroad crossings in general.  By closing crossings with minimum safety measures it detours the traffic to more safe crossings.  Lennick and Leibfried explained that the only way CHS will be allowed to open the private crossing is if New Salem  closes a crossing.  The board voiced concern about loosing another crossing due to the amount to times the train blocks both crossings. This is an extreme safety issue for NS emergencies. Feland explained that a large amount of people use the crossing at 46th Avenue and closing that crossing could detour a lot of farm equipment through town.  The board decided to hold a public hearing at 7pm November 7th to get the appropriate feedback for the community.  

Auditorium Committee

Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to table the auditorium candle use discussion until the November meeting, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Police Committee

Sherriff Dave Shipmann came to the board to discuss the limited housing for new sheriff’s in our community. Shipmann explained that he has hired a new sherrif for the New Salem area but because of the lack of rental housing, the new sheriff will live in Mandan.  Because of the lack of housing in smaller communities Shipmann’s only requirement for new employees are that they live within Morton County.  Shipmann’s concern is that this may slow response time for New Salem.  He is asking the board to consider purchasing a home to rent to local sheriff’s.  The board showed concern for this proposal because of budget restraints and the possibility that the new sheriff would transfer out of New Salem like the last one and leave the city in the same position it is in currently.  The board also discussed the recent increase in vandalism in the community and the need for increase of sheriff patrolling.  The board decided to discuss this issue further during the annual contract negotiations.  
Personnel Committee
Hoffmann and Young presented the board with their completed job descriptions for the auditorium janitorial personal.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the job descriptions for the auditorium janitorial positions, all voting yes the motion passed.  
 Building Committee
The hearing for the property at 208 North 6th Street was called to order.  No one voicing any opposition to the condemnation and demolition of the property attended the meeting.  Schaaf moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the official condemnation and demolition of the buildings at 208 North 6th Street and to approve the bid of $6893 from Feland  to demolish the home, all voting yes the motion passed.  Feland is to remove all structures and foundations, dispose of all debris, cap utility lines, remove dangerous trees and level site with fill.  This is to be done in the next thirty days and any street damage done during this process will be Feland’s liability.  Wessels will work with Feland to organize the demolition.  
The city called for bids for the demotion of the buildings on 108 Main Street.  One bid was submitted from Clint Feland for $1.00.  Feland came to the board to discuss his recent purchase of the property at 108 Main Street.  He feels that the property is capable of being renovated and he would like to use the property as a rental.  The city attorney explained that the property has been condemned and that the city followed the proper protocol and procedures.  Hoffmann voiced  that there are many serious building and structural issues that would have to be repaired before the board would even consider reversing the condemnation.  Alma Heid also feels that there is value to the building if repaired.  Young specified to the visitors that the issues with this home have nothing to do with the owners of the property but the structural and safety concerns of the building.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to allow Feland to meet with the city building inspector to discuss what would have to be repaired to reverse the condemnation on the building at 108 Main Street, all voting yes the motion passed.  The board will revisit the issue at the November 14th council meeting.  
Ordinances

Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded to table the MDU Franchise agreement until a representative from MDU can attend the meeting, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Old Business

Several issues from past meetings were discussed including the ditches in front of Arrowhead Inn.  Fleckenstein informed the board that a load of dirt to repair the erosion would solve many problems and the board agreed.  Fleckenstein will speak with Dane about taking the load of dirt to the ditch.  

New Business 
Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the Pledge of Securities as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
