REGULAR MEETING

Minutes

Schaaf  moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the January 9th city council minutes with the correction of grammatical errors, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Wessels presented a delinquent water bill for 112 North 1st Street.  Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded to special assess the amount of $618.08 to the property taxes of 112 North 1st Street, all voting yes the motion passed.
Hoffmann presented the council with a overview of a meeting with Brian Eiseman of Kadrmas, Lee and Jackson.  The meeting was to discuss the several issues the city has with the lagoon/wastewater project.  Hoffmann reported to the board that he felt KLJ was working diligently to resolve all the issues and close out the project.  

Fuchs informed the board that Vogel is still working on the replacement of old water meters.  The board agreed that with the lack of snow it is a good use of time to replace old water meters.  The board decided to have Fuchs purchase more water meters and keep replacing the old ones.  This will save the city money when and if they decide to move the system to monthly billing.  The board also decided to stay with the current replacement meters instead of the new I pearl meters.  
Street Committee
Fuchs brought information to the board about snow gates.  The minimum cost is around $6500 with an additional 1500 for hydraulic control valves.  Fuchs also informed the board that in May Bismarck Public Works will be having an equipment auction that includes two snow gates.  The board agreed to wait until this auction to purchase the gates. The amount to spend at the auction will be set at the April meeting.  
Hoffmann informed the board that Jon Mahoney, Shian Wessels and himself attended the January Morton County Commissioners meeting.  The 46th Ave BNSF crossing issue was discussed by many in attendance.  Morton County supported New Salem’s decision to close the crossing but Bruce Strinden volunteered to work with Hoffmann in contacting BNSF about reaching a compromise to allow CHS to open a private crossing while not closing the 46th Ave crossing.  Hoffmann made a motion to have the city in a joint effort with Morton County to further pursue the option of keeping the 46th Ave BNSF crossing open, roll call vote, Schaaf no, Hoffmann yes, Young yes, Klusmann no, Kautzman no, Fleckenstein yes.  Tie Vote so Mayor Fitterer exercised her right to break the tie and voted no, motion failed.  
Police Committee

The January Municipal Judge’s report was presented to the council, Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to present the report as presented.  Municipal Judge Scott Austin came to the board to give an update on his new position and request some office supplies.  The board agreed to supply Austin with the need supplies. 
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The board decided to change the every other Saturday dump ground hours to the 2nd and 4th Saturday of each month to ease some of the confusion during months with five Saturdays.  
Auditorium Committee
Fitterer informed the council that Vicki Keuther no longer wants the responsibility of opening and locking the auditorium doors, the board agreed to ask Fuchs and Vogel to perform the daily duties.  
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the auditorium use and rent exemption for the upcoming Candisc Bike tour August 6th-7th, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Renaissance Zone
Amy Gaugler came to the board requesting the approval of a renaissance zone project.  The application was reviewed by the board and Wessels presented the board with the report from the Renaissance zone committee.  The Renaissance zone committee approved the application for a 5 year 100 percent property tax exemption of all improvements for the future property on Block 24 New Salem Proper lots 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12 and that Jane Hoffman qualify for a five year state income tax exemption.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the application for a 5 year 100 percent property tax exemption of all improvements for the future property on Block 24 New Salem Proper lots 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11 and 12 and that Jane Hoffman qualify for a five year state income tax exemption, all voting yes the motion passed.  Wessels will submit the application to the state for approval.  
Old Business
Kautzman presented the board with an estimate from Braun Electric for the wiring of the North Emergency siren for $3900.00.  The board agreed to continue to move forward with the project.  Wessels compile a resolution requesting the use of emergency funds for the project.    
New Business 
Wessels informed the board that the 2012 city elections will include three four year council terms, one two year council term and a four year municipal judge term.  Any person wishing to run for the mentioned positions should visit the auditors office for the needed paperwork.  
Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve the 2011 expenditure and revenue report as presented, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Wessels will be attending a BMDA development meeting in Bismarck on the 15th of February.  
Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
