Minutes

Hoffmann  moved and Young seconded to approve the February 13th and February 20th  city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Street Committee

The council briefly discussed the drainage ditch on North 8th Street.  It tends to back up during heavy rain storms and in the Spring.  Fuchs will be asked to make sure the drain way is cleaned out to ensure water movement. 

Fitterer discussed a few intersections that have ice buildup and need to be sanded and graded.  

Wessels presented the board with a BNSF lease termination agreement for the drainage ditch on South 1st Street.  CHS will be taking over the lease and will build a road to the new grain terminal in that area.  The BNSF representatives assured Wessels that the CHS lease will include a clause ensuring the drainage area will remain open.  The board asked Shian to get a copy of the new lease and bring it to the next meeting.
The hiring of summer employees was discussed and it was decided that the personal committee will work with Dane to see if any past employees will be coming back.  Any open positions will be advertised in the Journal.  

Police Committee

Camron McClenahan introduced herself as the new local sheriff from Morton County.  The board welcomed her to the community.  
Auditorium Committee
The council discussed the auditorium gym floor and the fact that it needs to be refinished.  Fleckenstein will speak with a professional and get an opinion on what kind of finish would be best.  
Hoffmann gave a detailed report about the updates that he recommends for the kitchen; new counter tops, replace ceiling tiles and insulates water lines, remove upper cabinets and replace with shelving, replace existing light fixtures, repair broken hinges and latches, remove wall paper, purchase removable cast iron griddle and stove hood.  

The board agreed that the kitchen needs updating but feels the kitchen rent needs to be raised.  Shian will amend the auditorium rent schedule to raise the kitchen rent to $75 for use with auditorium and $100 for use without auditorium rental.  Hoffmann will work on getting estimates for some of the above mentioned items.  

Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the purchase of ten plastic round tables and rolling storage cart from Sam’s Club, Hoffmann, Young, Schaaf, Klusmann, and Fleckenstein voted yes and Kautzman voted no, motion passed.  
Building Committee
Hoffmann asked the board for permission to advertise the building permit fees in the journal and also informed the board that they will be including a pamphlet in the Community Betterment’s welcome packet and will display some at the city office. 
Old Business
Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the purchase and installation of the emergency siren as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  Kautzman will order the siren.  
New Business 
Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the Community Betterment Committee’s Annual Clean-up day on May 12th, all voting yes the motion passed.  Kautzman moved and Young seconded to waive dumping fees for appliances and television sets on clean up day only, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Fitterer presented the board with information on City Government Week April 9th-13th.  She has already spoke with the 3rd grade class on how government works and they will be writing a “mayor for a day” essay.   There are many other activities that are available and Fitterer would like to pursue them.  Kautzman moved an Fleckenstein seconded to approve a resolution of the city of New Salem recognizing city government week April 9-13th, 2012 and encouraging all citizens to support the celebration and corresponding activities.  

Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the attendance of Wessels and any council members that wish to attend the LOC March Maddness, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Young  moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
