REGULAR MEETING

6:30 p.m. Monday , April 9th, 2012 City Auditorium Conference Room.

Minutes

Young  moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the March 12th, 2012  city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
7pm Board of Equalization

Linda Morris, the city assessor, presented the board with 2012’s tax information and explained that an average 5.56% increase has been assessed to New Salem properties.  

No remodeling and/or new construction tax exemption applications were submitted to the tax assessor.  
Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve 2012’s tax information and adjustments as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Water and Sewer Committee

Alma Heid came to the board with concerns about water shut-off’s and potential home sales.  When properties water is shut off due to non payment and Heid cannot final the sale without an inspection, which requires the water to be on.  Wessels explained that if her clients wish to sell their home then they would have to get the water bill up to date.  Once the property sells the city is unable to collect past due bills.  Heid understands the situation that he city is in but would like to know if the city would make exceptions in extenuating circumstances.  The board agreed that they would but it would have to be on a case per case basis.  
Fitterer is concerned with the drainage on North 8th Street.  Fuchs and Fitterer will meet with Rusty Gilstad, the adjoining land owner, to discuss the possibility of moving some dirt in his pasture to allow water to drain.  

Street Committee

Fuchs explained that Bismarck may be willing to sell their old snow gate to the city without going through an auction.  He will report back to the board when he gets more information.  
Fitterer informed the board that several streets going onto hwy ten currently have yield signs.  Fitterer feels that this is unsafe and would like to see stop signs at all intersections entering hwy ten.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to place stop signs on all intersections entering hwy ten with the exception of 6th street, all voting yes the motion passed.  Fuchs will place the new signs.  

Police Committee

Bryan Kirchmeyer presented the board with the 1st quarter police report. 
Auditorium Committee
A revised version of the auditorium rent schedule was presented to the council, Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the rent schedule as presented all voting yes the motion passed.  
Fleckenstein will bring information on the refinishing of the auditorium wood floors to the May meeting.  

Klusmann presented the board with blind sample that could be used for the auditorium windows.  She made the blind and would be willing to make more if the board so desired.  Fuchs and the council decided the blinds need to be able to be pulled up and down with some kind of draw string. Klusmann will look into more options and present them at the next meeting.  

Sanitation/Garbage Committee

The board was informed the city’s new recycling trailer is here and is working great!

Klusmann discussed her concerns with debris, abandoned cars and other unsightly items in NS residents properties.  This item has been discussed many times and it was suggested that Lynette and Klusmann compile a new list of unsightly properties and letters will be sent asking them to clean up the areas of concern.  The board agreed that instead of handling a few properties at a time it would be more fair to the residents to send any areas of concern a letter at the same time others would receive letters.  
Building Committee
Wessels presented the board with a temporary housing ordinance that Morton County is considering and informed all council members that they are welcome to attend the county meeting or contact a commissioner if they wish to share feedback.  
Fuchs discussed the demolition of the pump house with the council.  The building is unsound and needs to come down. A new location for bulk water needs to be found.  The council decided to approach Goetz about building a pump house in the Golden West parking lot. 

Young and Wolff informed the board that they would like the city to implement plot files.  This would make a file for every house in the community containing any building permits or other property issues for future owners.  Wessels stated that she is currently working on developing the plot files. 

Wolf also presented the board with the first quarter building inspector report. 

Alan Tellman came to the board to discuss the rezoning of his property at 116 North 7th.  Tellman currently has a contractor working on adding two apartment areas on the property and would like to see the area rezoned from a R-1 to a R-8 to accommodate multi-dwelling residences.  Kautzman moved and Young seconded to support the rezoning process with a official hearing on the matter May 14th, all voting yes the motion passed.

Tom Wolff is working on compiling an inspection of the Sean Peck property to present to the board in May.  

Young moved and Klusmann seconded to official instate the Certificate of Occupancy as stated in NS city ordinances, all voting yes the motion passed.  All new business and new residences in the city of New Salem will be required to have on prior to occupancy of the building and all business in the city will be required to renew their certificate by May 1st of every year. The city building inspector will issues the permit.  

Personnel Committee

Wessels presented the board with the application for the summer employee positions.  Fuchs informed the board that Ty Kruger and Jared Kautzman would be willing to return if they were offered more competitive wages.  Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to offer the summer positions to Ty Kruger and Jared Kautzman for ten dollars per hour, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Old Business
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the lease termination with BNSF for the drainage ditch near East 1st street the South side of the Railroad tracks, all voting yes the motion passed.  
New Business 
Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the gaming site authorization for the American Foundation for Wildlife at the Sunset Inn, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the gaming permit for the American Legion, all voting yes the motion passed.

Klusmann moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the pledge of securities as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.

Wessels and Fitterer presented the board with the upcoming plans for NS Government week.  Tuesday the city and Morton County Sheriffs department will be hosting fingerprinting for the children at the elementary school. Wessels delivered coloring projects for all the kids at the elementary school and will hang them up in the auditorium.  Thursday the kids will be touring all of the city equipment, fire trucks, ambulances and the sheriff cars on Main Street.  To finish up the week the city will host a meet and greet with city employees and city residents.  

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
