REGULAR MEETING

Minutes

Young  moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the April 9th  city council minutes after correcting the attendance to Gary Hoffmann absent, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Bob Owens- Old Red Trail presentation

Bob Owens presented the council with information pertaining to the Old Red Old Ten and the talking trail signs.  A lot of work has gone into creating the website, advertising the trail and creating the talking signs in hope to attract tourists to our towns and create awareness of the historical value in this portion of the state.  The talking signs give visitors a chance to learn about the significance of each area.  Owens presented the board with sample brochures and called into the talking trail signs to give example of how the final product will look and sound.  Everyone was extremely impressed with the project and  hopes the community will benefit greatly from this endeavor.  
Tellman Zoning Hearing

Mayor Fitterer called the rezoning meeting to order.  The only resident in attendance for the zoning hearing was Allen Tellman.  Wessels presented the board with the Resolution to change block twenty of New Salem Proper Lots 13-14 and the south half of 15 from residential R-1 to R-8.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the resolution as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  Tellmann thanked the board for their time and effort in this matter. 
Renaissance Zone project hearing

Megan Thiel came to the board with her completed application for the New Salem Renaissance Zone.  The Renaissance Zone committee met on May 4th and approved the application.  Theil is applying because she will be opening a new business within the Renaissance Zone.  Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve The Hair Bungalow/Megan Theil Renaissance Zone application granting a 5 year property tax exemption and the state tax income tax exemption, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Water and Sewer Committee

Wessels presented the board with 4th quarter (2011) water bill adjustments in the amount of $1514.41, Klusmann moved and Young seconded to approve the adjustments, all voting yes the motion passed.  
A water/sewer bill for Timpe apartments in the amount of $6351.02 was presented to the council.  Fuchs determined that the water shown on the bill was used and that the bill is correct.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to decline any adjustments and to invite Timpe’s to attend the next council meeting if they choose to discuss the bill further, all voting yes the motion passes.

A water/sewer bill for Alan Henke for the amount of $4916.60 was disputed and presented to the council.  Fuchs determined that the meter is not working properly and Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to adjust the bill to $237.89, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Myron Norton presented his water/sewer bill that he would like dispute.  Fuchs discovered that the meter reading entry was improperly entered in the computer so Young moved  and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the adjustment of $352.12 all voting yes the motion passed.  

The board asked Wessels and Fuchs to get a final cost of moving to monthly and automatic water meter readings and bring it to the council meeting for final approval.  
Street Committee

Fuchs asked to board to consider purchasing a new rotary mower for the city tractor, Hoffmann  moved and Young seconded the approval of the purchase of a $100.00 rotary mower from Runnings, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Young reminded the board that the curbs on Main Street need to be painted so that people parking don’t park so close to the corners.  
Hoffmann informed the board that a AE2S was hired to perform a survey on the corner of Main and Lake Street.  This area of streets have never been paved so the city needed a accurate way to define the streets.  The streets were measured with the understanding that the street widths were eighty feet and permanent pins were installed.  Looking up at he developed portion f Lake street Kautzman and Hoffmann decided the street width should be 66 feet.  This survey was also done so that Kautzman could build a shop on his adjacent property without getting in the way of the plotted street.  Joe Kautzman also agreed to move the building North of where the un-plotted Main Street may run if that area was developed.  Wessels asked that the city map be changed to note the width of Lake street so that Joe Kautzman does not run into problems with his building.  Wessels explained that all maps should be updated and permanent records be developed so future boards know what the current council is doing.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the survey bill as presented, Schaaf, Young, Hoffmann, Klusmann and Fleckenstein voted yes and Kautzman abstained, motion passed.  
Police Committee

Kirchmeyer was once again asked to monitor residents blowing their grass clippings into the streets and to write tickets if necessary.  The accumulation of grass on city streets allows grass to grow in unwanted areas and can block normal drainage of water during rain.  
The forty eight hour parking ordinance was discussed at great length.  Klusmann feels that the boats, campers and vehicles left on city streets for long periods of time are unsightly and can cause visual problems for driver.  Young explained that she does not agree with the 48 hour parking ordinance because it is an inconvenience for people with recreations vehicles to move them in and out of their yards during the summer months and  some may not even have a place to put them during the months of use.  Kautzman feels that if the parked vehicle is not a hindrance that it can be left on the streets during the summer and that the ordinance mainly applies to the winter months for snow removal.  Hoffmann explained that since it is a city ordinance it should be enforced as read.  It was finally decided to have the street committee review the issue further and it will be addressed at the June meeting.  
Auditorium Committee
Hoffmann presented the board with a cost estimate for the auditorium kitchen.  (replacement of kitchen countertops, replacement of ceiling tiles and water line insulation,  removal of wall cabinets and replace with open shelves, repair broken hinges and latches, install open shelving for roasters, venting and hood installation and  removal of wall paper)

The estimated total cost is $17,000.  The board asked Hoffmann to bring a drawing of what the finished product will look like. Fitterer mentioned that she feels the venting and stove hoods should be the first priority.  Young also mentioned that several people in the community do not want to see all of the cabinets removed.  It will be discussed further at the June meeting. 

The auditorium chimney is leaking and Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to hire someone to fix the leak, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Wessels explained to the council that Keller Hardwood floors recommends an extra hard water based finish on the gym floor.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded to order the materials and hire the NSHS staff to apply it, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Klusmann informed the board she looked into a curtain that could be pulled up or down but feels that they would not work in the auditorium.  Klusmann explained that she has spoke with many people that use the auditorium and they now agree that her sample curtain would work the best.  Wessels suggested that each renter would be responsible for putting them up and taking them down if they choose to use them.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to have Klusmann order the material and make curtains for all auditorium gym windows and auditor office windows, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Klusmann informed the board that the Community Betterment committee is looking into ordering benches for the Veterans Memorial and having cement poured underneath them so that mowing will be easy.  Kautzman moved and Young seconded to support the Betterment Committee venture, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Building Committee

Beth Haff came to the board because of complaints about her fire pit.  She explained that the Morton county sheriff’s department have been to her property twice and both times the sheriff found that the pit was not in violation to New Salem’s fire pit ordinances.  The only requirement is that the fire be at least 25ft away from any structure.  The council suggested that she contact New Salem’s fire chief to look at the fire pit area and ensure that it is safe.  Kautzman also recommended that there be a cover on the pit to protect against sparks.  Fitterer asked that instead of  burning entire pallets at once that they be cut into pieces to create a smaller fire.  The council thanked Haff for coming to the council meeting to discuss the matter.

The cost of Building permit fees was discussed.  A few council members were concerned with the high cost of fencing permits ( $1/ft of fence).  After much discussion it was decided to not change the building permit fee schedule.   
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The board opened bids for the semi box trailer the city is looking to sell.  One bid for $345.00 was received.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to reject all bids and re-advertise for a June 11th opening, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Fuchs informed the board that the new recycling trailer has been working great and has already been completely full twice.  Fuchs is going to remove the tin/cans area and replace it with plastic because of the large demand.  
Board of Health

Fitterer informed the board the Klusmann and herself are still working on compiling a list of New Salem properties that will be sent “clean up” letters.  
Personnel Committee
Fuchs informed the board that he has hired Jared and Jordan Kautzman for the summer employees at ten dollars per hour.   
Old Business
Fleckenstein reported to the council that Fuchs hauled several loads of dirt to the ditches in front of Arrowhead Inn and the drainage issue is resolved.  
Rusty Gilstad came to the board as requested to discuss cutting back the drainage area in his pasture.  Water from North side of town runs behind the City pool into his property but over the years dirt and silt has slowed the draining causing a build up of water.  It was agreed by all that this Fall Fuchs will grade the land down to allow for drainage and reseed with grass.  
New Business 
Fleckenstein moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the liquor transfers from Sunset Inn to the City Auditorium on June 2nd, June 16th, July 7th and September 8th of 2012, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the game site authorizations from the NS Civic Club to The Field, De Udder Bar and Road Warrior Express, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
