REGULAR MEETING

6:30 p.m. Monday , August 13th,  2012 City Auditorium Conference Room.

Minutes

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the minutes from July 9th and July 19th, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Kaelberer updated the board on the situation of the non working curb stop at 303 South 7th Street.  The current home owner came to the city’s office to inquire about what the city’s repair plans were.  Kaelberer contacted the city attorney as to what rights the city had and learned that the city has the right to replace/repair the curb stop and that the costs are to be billed to the current home owner.  Because this curb stop is located in the center of the driveway, portions of the driveway will have to be removed and the replacement of the driveway will be the responsibility of the homeowner.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded to order the repair of the curb stop by the Clay’s Plumbing and if the homeowner does not pay the bill within thirty days to special assess it to the property taxes, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Kautzman discussed the possibility of the Fair board installing a sewer line to their facilities.  This would require boring underneath the road to reach the city’s sewer line.  The fair property could be a future location of the city ‘s bulk water filling station.  This would allow for access to semi’s and other traffic while filling bulk water.  Currently the water line near the fair buildings would not be large enough to handle bulk water but if the city looped the line that runs up the highway it could handle the water flow.  Kautzman will look into the possibility of moving the city bulk water to this area. 

Street Committee

There is a group of lilac bushes on the corner of 6th and Elm that are beginning to block driver’s line of site. Fleckenstein will speak with the homeowner about either removing the bushes or trimming them back.

Robert Owens came to the board with a proposal for parking on North 2nd street.  The proposal asks the city’s permission to remove the curb in front of the assistant living building and install asphalt eighteen feet up from the curb for vertical parking.  This would allow more space for drivers on this street, more parking spots and easier parking maneuverability for those utilizing this area.  Currently three cars are able to park in this area, the proposal would create eight parking spots and one drop off space.  Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the proposal, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Steve Langly came to the board on behalf of the CHS project with a preliminary plat of southwest grain subdivision.  Because this is within the city’s one mile jurisdiction the city must review the plat and sign off before they can move forward. The planning and zoning committee has reviewed the project and approves.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the plat map as presented.  
Police Committee

Kirchmeyer came to the meeting to answer any questions the council may have concerning last months police report.  Kirchmeyer also informed the board that the NS Veterinary has decided not to accept any more impounded animals.  All of the NS Vet’s personnel live out of town and it is not cost effective for them to drive in after hours. Kaelberer will contact the Vet and ask if something else could be worked out.
Young and Hoffmann met with the representatives from Morton County Commissioners, Tammy Lapp-Harris, and Sherriff Shipman about concerns about Morton County Sherriff’s departments responses to New Salem’s 911 calls.  The protocols were reviewed and the police committees concerns were discussed at great length and Hoffmann feels that a better understanding has been achieved.  

Auditorium Committee
Kaelberer presented the board with a proposal for a new auditorium sign that would be made of a silver colored, non-corrosive metal lettering that would be directly mounted to the building.  The sign would read “NEW SALEM AUDITORUM” and will cost $1260 and installation will be four hundred and fifty dollars.   Hoffmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the purchase and installation of the sign, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Hoffmann presented the board with the only bid he has received for the auditorium kitchen hood and venting installation.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded the approval of Cooling and Heating Unlimited’s bid of $8185.00, all voting yes the motion passed.

Dee Magalbee came to the board with a proposal for a security system in the auditorium.  This system would allow Kaelberer to lock and unlock doors remotely and for users to enter a code to enter the building rather than a key.  This would eliminate the key problem and allow Kaelberer to give different codes to each user.  This would also give the building much needed security from vandalism.  The system would include sensors for all doors, a panic button for the auditor’s office, and keyless entry for four doors.  The cost to the city would be under five hundred dollars and a monthly monitoring fee of 50.00.  Fitterer suggested that a second estimate be sought out from a local company.  Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the system pending a second estimate, all voting yes the motion passed.
Personnel Committee

A letter from Ed Vogel, resigning from his position was received by the board.  
Hoffmann has met with Fuchs and come up with an extensive job description for the position that Vogel held.  An ad will be run in the New Salem Journal and Bismanonline with a dead line of September 14th for all applications.  The position will be full time and will be entitled to all benefits offered to full time employees, starting hourly wage will be thirteen an hour. 

Kaelberer reviewed the busy office schedule for the month of August and asked that the office be closed the 6th and 7th of September for vacation.  The board approved. 

The agenda for the NDLC convention in Grand Forks was reviewed by the council and all members are encouraged to attend.  Anyone wishing to attend will contact Kaelberer for registration.      
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Fuchs presented the board with a cost breakdown of the recycling trailer.  The recycling trailer has to be emptied every ten days due to the high volume of users, in town and out of town.  His concern is that the cost will out way the possible benefits to the community.  The board feels the benefit to the community is worth the cost but may change some of the items accepted such as eliminating cardboard.  
Ordinances
Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the final reading and enactment of the ordinance, all voting yes the motion passed. 
AND ORDINANCE TO ENACT ARTICLE 7 IN CHAPTER 4 OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM, NORTH DAKOTA, BANNING OPEN FIRE BURNING AND PENALTY

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE NEW SALEM CITY COUNCIL, NORTH DAKOTA

7.0101 DEFINITIONS


Inert yard waste is leaves, branches and other wood and organic properties.

7.0102 BURNING PROHIBITED


No garbage, refuse, or rubbish shall be burned within city limits.  This includes paper products, leaves, or an open burning fire of any nature.  Burning is allowed only if there is an enclosed, covered and approved outdoor fireplace or a special burn permit for large outdoor gatherings, such as a pit barbeque.  Permits need to be approved first by the New Salem Fire Department and secondly by the New Salem City Council.  

7.0103

Open burning for campfires and outdoor cooking is permitted in an approved container constructed of steel, brick, or masonry.  Open burning in portable, outdoor fireplaces is permitted.  Burning that is offensive or objectionable because of smoke or odor emissions, or when atmospheric conditions, or local circumstances make such fires hazardous, shall be prohibited.  All city ordinances pertaining to noise must be followed at all times.  The city council is authorized to order the extinguishment by the responsible person, or the fire department, of any burning that creates or adds to a hazardous or an objectionable situation.

For clarity, a “fire pit” includes belowground pits, freestanding fireplaces, and portable devices intended to contain and control outdoor fires.  All belowground fire pits shall be at least 4’ (four inches) in depth, and shall be surrounded on the outside, aboveground, by a non-combustible material such as steel, brick, or masonry.  The fire pit cannot exceed 3’ (three feet) in diameter, nor may the fire pile exceed 2’(two feet) in height.

Fire pits may be used in accordance with the manufacturer’s specifications and these specifications:

**Only natural firewood/commercial logs may be burned.  Burning of lumber, pallets, scrap    wood, tree trimmings, leaves, yard waste, paper, cardboard, garbage and similar items is not permitted.

**All fire pits must be located away from any structure or combustible material.  Belowground fire pits and freestanding fireplaces must be located a minimum of 15’ (fifteen feet) away from any structure or combustible material.  Portable fire pits must be located a minimum of 15’ (fifteen feet) away from any structure or combustible material.

**The fire must be constantly attended and supervised until the fire has been completely extinguished.  A portable fire extinguisher or other approved extinguishing equipment, such as a garden hose must be readily available.

7.0104 PENALTY


Any person who violates the burning prohibition of Ordinances……shall be fined no more than five hundred dollars  ($500.00).  Each and every violation of the provisions of Ordinance …..shall constitute a separate offense.

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the renewal of CD #52202, all voting yes the motion passed.
Kaelberer presented the board with the BMDA’s proposal of changing the city’s website.  Morton County’s Commission approved funds to be used by the rural Morton County cities to update their websites.  The NS Council decided to decline the proposal and to utilize the current site. 

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the liquor transfer from De Udder bar to the city auditorium on August 12th, 2012, all voting yes the motion passed.

Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the gaming permit applications for the NS Golf Club and St. Pius, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Sue Malcom came to the council to introduce herself as a candidate for Morton County Commissioner.  

Dwight Wetzel came to the board with a proposal for a community event sign that will be located next to highway ten and the elementary school.  This sign will be dedicated to the memory of Cody Wetzel and will be an electronic sign to display local events.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the allocation of $5000.00 for the sign from the sales tax fund, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Klusmann moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
