REGULAR MEETING

6:30 p.m. Monday , October 15th, 2012 City Auditorium Conference Room.
Council Mayor Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Klusmann moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the September 13th and 27th city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Kaelberer presented the board with a list of water/sewer bill adjustments.  Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the $3685.03 in water/sewer write off’s, all voting yes the motion passes. 
Kaelberer informed the board that within two weeks the city will be able to begin the monthly water billing process but the first bill will be for four months.  Kaelberer will send a notice to the paper and place fliers around town.  
Street Committee

Fuchs informed the board that CHS will be installing proper drainage areas under the road, the engineers order that the roads be built first and then the culverts installed to insure proper street packing.
Kaelberer and Kautzman explained the route that MDU will run the new power lines to the elevator.  All residents affected by the new line have been contacted.  

Hofmann and Fitterer brought up concerns about the large amount of mobile homes and campers occupying Neidhardt Mobile Home Park.  Fleckenstein will talk to Fuchs about installing “Children at Play-Caution” signs.  Fitterer and Fleckenstein will talk to Sanders about and building codes that need to be complied with running a Mobile home park in a R-5 area.  
Police Committee

Fleckenstein moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the 3rd quarter police report as presented.  Fitterer commended Sherriff Kirchmeyer on a job well done in the community.
Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded the January –September municipal report, all voting yes the motion passed.

The city purchased three kennels to house any impounded animals during off vet clinic hours. Kirchmeyer will meet with Dane to get to work out where to keep the animals. 
Auditorium Committee
Kaelberer presented the board with a proposal from Midwest Investigators and Security.  To comply with fire code door access kits that are hard wired and allow people inside the building to exit without a key are required.  This system would cost the city $5500.00 and would include motion detectors, keyless entry and a panic button for the auditor’s office. Hoffmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded the purchase and installation of the security system as presented and to be paid for from the emergency fund, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Cindy Hoffmann came to the board on behalf of the betterment committee to present a proposal for exterior lights on the auditorium.  They would be comparable to the light posts in the West side sitting area and similar to the original lights once on the building.  Two lights would be installed and the existing light would be removed.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the Community Betterments proposal, Hoffmann abstained and all others voted yes to pass the motion. 

Building Committee

The board reviewed the building inspector report from 7/9-10/8, Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the report as presented, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Hoffmann informed the board that the planning and zoning committee along with the building inspector recommend that the city update the building codes to the 2012 version.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the purchase of the 2012 IBC, 2012 IRC and 2012 IEC, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Marcus Erhardt came to the board requesting an eight foot variance to the South of his property at 101 North 1st Street, allowing him to build a south facing garage.  The board discussed this at great length with concerns that if Main Street is built to the East of where is currently runs, Erhardt would not be able to park a vehicle in his driveway without impeding traffic. 

Many variances have been granted in the past but there are many concerns about maintaining the twenty foot setback on Main Street.  Hofmann moved and Young seconded to deny the variance as requested, all voting yes the motion passed.  Hoffmann informed Erhardt that the city would be more than happy to help in any other way they could and would come to his property to aid him in finding boundary lines.  
Personnel Committee

The minutes from the personnel committee’s three meetings for the interviewing process was presented to the board.  Fuchs commended the committee on a job well done in the interview process.  Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the personnel committee’s recommendation and hire Andy Brunen as of November first for the city maintence position, all voting yes the motion passed. 
New Business 
Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the pledge of securities as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the renewal of 12 month CD #52296, all voting yes the motion passed.

Kaelberer presented the board with a list of special assessments, Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded the assessments to the property tax of the listed residents, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the rent exemption for the Nelson benefit on January 12th, 2013, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Fleckenstein moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the payment of bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
