REGULAR MEETING

Minutes

Hoffmann  moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the October 15th  city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Street Committee

Kaelberer presented a letter to the board from the administrator from Elm Crest Manor.  The letter asks the council to consider placing two street lights between 1st and 2nd on Oak Street.  The One-Way street is currently being the main source of employee parking for Elm Crest and it is very dark in the evening.  The board will consider the request and Kaelberer has suggested that an ad in the New Salem journal asking New Salem residents to submit their ideas for new street light placement as well.  The board will review all requests and make determinations this Spring.  
Klusmann asked if the city snow removal equipment has light beacons.  Fuchs informed the board that some do and some do not.  Fleckenstein moved and Schaaf seconded to have beacons installed on all city equipment for better visibility, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Young asked Fuchs what the about the status of the snow gates and when they would be in use.  Fuchs explained that the gate purchased from Bismarck is in need of repair and the other one has not been purchased.  The board gave Fuchs permission for the repairs and asked him to purchase and utilize the other one as soon as possible.  

Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the installation of stop signs running East and West on Oak at the 3rd Street intersection, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Water and Sewer Committee

A letter from Greg and Holle Johnson was presented to the board concerning the rust in their water lines. Fuchs informed the board that the at the corner of Spruce and 3rd Street South there are some major water line issues.  He feels the galvanized lines are rusting out he currently has to flush the hydrant in that area monthly to try to eliminate rust.  He also has concerns about the shut off valves.  Bryan Eisman, from the KLJ engineering, informs the board that there are Clean Water Drinking Act money available through loans and loan forgiveness that he suggests the city apply for.  Kaelberer and Fuchs will go to KLJ on Wednesday to work on writing the application.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to have Fuchs inquire immediately for someone to dig up that problem area and repair the problems, Hoffmann, Young and Fleckenstein, Klusmann and Schaaf voted yes and Kautzman voted no, motion passes.  Fuchs will talk to Clay’s Plumbing and report back to the council.  
Eiseman informed the board that the lagoon/sewer expansion is complete and the remainder of the grant funds need to be spent.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the purchase of the lift station security system, all voting yes the motion passed. The lift station alarm system will be installed but there is still approximately 26,000 to spend.  Fuchs asks that this be spent on having the sewer lines televised and recorded to find weak spots in the system.  Eisman agrees that this would be a great idea and Fuchs will obtain three bids on the project to present to the USDA.  

Sanitation and Garbage Committee 

Several suggestions were brought to the board concerning the transfer station guidelines.  Fuchs informed the board that he would like to see the city stop accepting shingles at the transfer station.  The shingles leave nails that puncture tires and cause many problems and costs that the city cannot recuperate.  Ralph Erhardt has suggested that the dump grounds stay open an hour longer on Fridays and one hour less on Tuesdays during the summer months.  Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded to changed dump ground hours as follows; Friday 9am-noon and Tuesdays April-September 4-7pm and to no longer accept shingles at the transfer station, all voting yes the motion passes. 
Fleckenstein mentioned that he has some concerns about the reading into the dump grounds, that the city should consider raising it.

Building Committee

Clay Schultz informed the board that he is looking into building a shop on the South side of New Salem. The building would be off of 1st Street and the garage entrances would face Pine Avenue.  Schultz is concerned about the water lines in that area because they are not looped and there is little fire protection.  The board agreed that this issue needs to be looked at and Kautzman will look into it prior to the next meeting. Schultz will also meet with the Planning and Zoning Board with his building plans. 
Auditorium Committee
The auditorium floors have had another coat of finish on them and the look good.  
The kitchen hood system will be installed this week.  Hoffmann has made contact with Braun electric about doing the wiring after installation.  

The board discussed winter walking hours and decided to start December 1st due to the security system installation and floor refinishing.  The hours will be from 6 am to 6pm.  

Eisman informed the council that the door manufactures have agreed to replace the faulty auditorium doors with commercial doors if the city pays the cost difference.  When Eisman gets actual costs he will relay them to the council.  

Personnel Committee

Young informed the board that she would like the council to look into increasing the insurance comps that the full time employees receive or for the city to look into offering insurance.  Klusmann will look into options and report them back to the council.  
Ordinances

Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the resolution the authorization to use emergency funds to install the auditorium security system, all voting yes the motion passed.

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to the first reading of ordinance number 6.0902 (Adoption of the 20123 International Building Code), all voting yes the motion passed.  

New Business 
Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded the gaming application from Central Morton Sportsman Club, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to renew CD #54238, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Klusmann  moved and Young seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
