REGULAR MEETING

6:30 p.m. Monday , December 10th, 2012 City Auditorium Conference Room.

Minutes

Hoffmann  moved and Young seconded to approve the November 12th  city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Street Committee

Kaelberer informed the council that the apron in front of Southwest Grain has not been replaced yet.  The council asked that a letter be sent to the general manager in Taylor informing them that a cement apron must be installed by Spring.  
 A letter from Elm Crest Manor came to the board asking if they could install signs reserving the spots for the Elm Crest Assistant Living residents.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve the sign placement for four reserved parking spots, all voting yes the motion passed.  

The board discussed Dane moving the snow into the middle of Main Street and then hauling it off to avoid the snow build up on the South side of the street.  Klusmann asked if snow could also be pushed onto the North side of Elm rather than the South side.  

Hoffmann informed the council that one snow gate is now installed and the city employees should be able to use it for the next snow event.  

Water and Sewer Committee

Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to raise the New Salem bulk water rate to ten dollars per thousand gallons, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the presented water bill adjustments in the amount of $6856.76, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Kaelberer informed the board that the application for the State Water Revolving Loan Fund has been completed and is turned in.  

Hoffmann asked about the status of the water line repairs by the Johnson home.  Kaelberer explained that because of the freezing temperatures that Fuchs and the plumbers contacted feel it is a project that should wait.  A large area would have to be dug up leaving residents without water for over a week.  The water could be accommodated in warmer temperatures.  Hoffmann and Young are very concerned about the problem and feel that it should still be done.  Fleckenstein and Fitterer will contact the homeowners in the area, speak with Fuchs and investigate the issue further and report back their findings at the next meeting.  

Police Committee
The board was presented with the October and November court reports and the 4th quarter police report.  
The 2013 Morton County policing contracts were reviewed by the board.  The 2013 policing rates remain the same at $3200 per month and the contracts are the same as the revised version of 2012.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the contracts as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  
New Morton County Deputy Gordan Leclair came to the meeting to introduce himself to the council. 

Building Committee

Klusmann informed the board that a resident has raised concerns about the retaining wall on the Oak and 4th Street property.  Hoffmann will contact the building inspector and have it looked into.  
Hoffmann presented the board with a letter that will be sent to all Mobile home park residents that are currently violating building codes.  Faye Sanders worked with Hoffmann and the city attorney to compile the list.  The board approve the letter and added a thirty day time line to all repairs.  Kaelberer will send them to all in violation. 

Hoffmann also discussed his concerns about residents moving things onto alleys.  The board agreed that this should be looked into but that it would be easier in the Spring.  

Auditorium Committee
Hoffmann informed the board that the hoods have been installed and the electrical is complete.  The griddle has been removed and Hoffmann said the next step would be replacing the ceiling tiles, installing open shelving and installing a washable paneling.  The board feels this project can wait until later in the year when Hoffmann returns.  
Fuchs informed the board that the floor scrubber will cost around seven hundred dollars to restore it to working order.  Hoffmann moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the repairs, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Insurance Committee

Klusmann presented the board with some quotes for employee insurance policies.  She will get more information to the board at the next meeting.    
Ordinances

Klusmann asked that all cigarette containers be moved at least twenty feet from auditorium entrances to comply with new state laws.  
Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to the second and final reading of ordinance number 6.0902 (Adoption of the 2013 International Building Code), all voting yes the motion passed.  

New Business 
Leon Samuel and Rusty Gilstad came to the board to discuss the status of New Salem’s Economic Development Committee.  In the past the committee used money to help local businesses through no interest short term loans.  The committee currently is inactive and is in need of new members and a way to advertise their existence to the community.  Fitterer will work on some ways to get information to residents and local business owners about what the economic committee can do for the community and will try to find some mew members.  This committee could be a very useful tool in encouraging local business growth. 
Schaaf moved and Young seconded to approve the 2013 Liquor Licenses for The Field, Sunset Inn, De Udder Bar, Ruds and Cenex of New Salem, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded the gaming application from Elm Crest Manor, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to renew CD #54238, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
