REGULAR MEETING

Minutes

Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the March city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
7pm Board of Equalization

Mayor Fitterer called the Board of Equalization meeting to order at 7pm.

Linda Morris presented the 2013 tax information via speaker phone and fliers to the city council.

Morris will attend the May council meeting with the remodeling/new constructions tax exemption ordinances and any homes in New Salem that could benefit will be looked at in May.  

Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the 2013 tax information, adjustments and Homestead Credits as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the $5222.82 & $636.09 water bill adjustments, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Fuchs informed the council that he has received approval for the south side water project from the State Health Department. 

Street Committee

Kaelberer asked the council members to bring a list of new street light placement ideas to the May meeting. 
The council was presented with a letter from the NDDOT concerning interstate lighting.  There is no cost to the city for a study to see it would be viable for street lights near the off ramp entering New Salem.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to have Kaelberer submit the application for the interstate light study, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Police Committee
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the 1st quarter police report, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Dane will try to move the recycling trailer to the street when the current area gets too muddy. 
The board discussed the renewal of Cofer Sanitation’s contract.  Fitterer asked several questions concerning recent rate increases and Cofer’s intentions of purchasing a new truck. Cofer has not found a garbage truck that will fit through the alleys or that is light enough to not damage city streets.  Kautzman and Young feel the rate increases are due to rising garbage removal costs and that if he chooses to purchase a truck it is not the city’s concern as long as he is able to meet the needs of the contract. Fleckenstein  moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the Cofer Sanitation contract for city garbage pickup.  The contract will run until January 1st of 2019, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Building Committee 

Young informed the board that the Planning and Zoning committee has run into issues with surveying city lots recently.  The P & Z committee offers unofficial survey’s of property lines for home owners.  Every effort is made to make the boundary lines accurate but the committee uses street measurements and property descriptions to determine the property lines which is not always accurate.  When property owners hire certified survey companies boundary lines are usually found to be slightly different (anywhere from a couple of inches to 5ft).  Young is concerned that the city may be held liable for inaccurate property lines when fences are built and or buildings.  Kaelberer will speak to legal about a disclaimer on all building permits about unofficial surveys.    
Ordinance Committee
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the New Salem Government Week Resolution, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Insurance Committee

Klusmann presented the board with quotes for insurance and briefly explained the options.  The board decided to schedule an insurance representative to come to May’s meeting at 6pm to explain in detail how the policies work.  
New Business 
Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the liquor transfer from Rud Oil to Muddy River Coffee House April 26th, 2013, all voting yes the motion passed.
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the gaming site authorization American Wildlife Foundation for the Sunset Inn, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the liquor transfer from De Udder Bar to the Auditorium on April 13th, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the pledge of securities as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.

Klusmann informed the council that in the past New Salem and other neighboring communities contributed money to the Old Red Trail to help with the talking trail placement, websites and advertising.  Klusmann asked for New Salem to contribute again and would like the city to consider doing this annually. Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve a $500.00 contribution to the Old Red Trail, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
