REGULAR MEETING

6:30 p.m. Monday , August 12th, 2013 City Auditorium Conference Room.

Minutes

Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the July 8th and July 29th city council minutes with corrections, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Street Committee

Dane, Andy and the summer employees have finished the summer chip sealing for the season.  The council complimented Fuchs on a job well done and said the streets look great.  

The city did not receive any bids for the curb cutting project.  The board added one more curb to be cut to the list and decided to advertise for bids to be opened on September 9th, 2013.

The city street lighting was discussed at great length.  Kautzman submitted his ten new lights to be installed.  These lights have been requested and researched.  Young asked that a light be added near her home because she feels the lighting is poor and two other families have requested a light there as well.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to have the eleven lights installed by MDU, Hoffmann opposed, motion passed.
Four lights will be installed along the bike path, two lights will be installed on South 1st Street, one light will be installed between Birch and Spruce Ave, one light will be installed between the railroad and Birch Ave, one light will be installed on Oak Ave across from Elm Crest, one light will be installed on Oak across from the elementary school and one will be installed on North 3rd across from the high school. 

Auditorium Committee

Young will report back to the board in September with bleacher information.
Klusmann presented the board with information about double decker chair carts.  They hold up to 84 chairs each which is twice more than the current carts hold.  They run around $480.00 each and the city would need four of them.  Klusmann is going to do more research and report back to the September meeting.  
Police Committee
Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the June and July municipal court report, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Duane Schneider came to the board with a letter from Morton County Sherriff’s department.  The letter was concerning the deputies transporting animals in their patrol cars.  The Sheriff will no longer allow this to occur in county owned vehicles effective immediately.  The deputies will respond to all calls and issue citations when needed but will not impound and animals.  Fitterer will look into hiring a citizen to become the city animal catcher and report back to the council in September. 
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Kaelberer informed the board that the NDIRF sent the city a letter denying payment for the dumpster that was burnt in May.  They claim that the city not negligent therefore will not pay on the claim.  Kaelberer will contact Tran Trash and discuss the letter. 
Building Committee

Hoffmann informed the board that Feland followed protocol for building the fence on Main Street. 

Keith Hoesel came to the board to request a zoning regulation variance for block 24 lots 16, 17 and 18.  He would like to build a garage for temporary storage until he acquires the neighboring property and builds a home.  City planning and zoning ordinances do not allow the  building of a garage for storage without a home unless it is zoned commercial.  Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded to approve a 2 year waiver on the property to allow for the garage without a home for storage, all voting yes the motion passed.

Board of Health

Klusmann reviewed the list of unclean properties with the board.  The council asked that Kaelberer contact the city attorney to discuss how the council can proceed with the properties that have not complied with the city’s requests.  Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to fine each property that does not comply with the city’s ordinances and requests ten dollars per day after receipt of the certified letter, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Old Business
Kaelberer informed that the city has approximately $3500.00 remaining in grant funds from the USDA.  The council has no other expenses for the lagoon/sewer project and would like to close out the project effective immediately.  Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to close the USDA lagoon/sewer project immediately, all voting yes the motion passed.  Kaelberer will send the letter to KLJ and USDA. 
New Business 
Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the liquor transfer from De Udder Bar on August 21st and 31st, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the renewal of CD #52202, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
