Minutes

Fleckenstein moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the November city council minutes with the corrections, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Kadrmas, Lee and Jackson/Andrew Werder and Terry Boehm
Representatives from KLJ came to the board to present their engineering services to the city council.  

Ulteig/Bob Youness and Joe Seago
Representatives from Ulteig came to the board to present their engineering services to the city council.  
Animal Warden

Wayne Cofer came to the meeting with concerns about animal control within New Salem.  One of Cofer’s cats has gone missing and is concerned the city animal warden disposed of his animal.  Fitterer reviewed the city ordinances, animal warden policy and the animal warden job description with Cofer and the council.  The animal warden’s detailed journal was also reviewed.  All of the city policies have been followed with all animal related issues.  Fitterer apologized for Cofer’s loss but asked that he license his animals so that they would be on record with the city.  The NS Vet, city auditor and the animal warden has access to all licensees to in the example of an animal capture it can be identified and returned to the owner.  
Morton County P&Z/Daniel Narin

Narin is the new director of Morton County’s Planning and Zoning.  The county would like to work with the local communities on a larger level.  They plan on helping communities update their zoning map and comprehensive plans.  Kaelberer will work with Narin in the near future and get our maps updated. 
Water and Sewer Committee
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the water billing adjustments of $1431.03 as presented by Kaelberer, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Street Committee

Dale and Joy Hurt have requested a street light between Oak and Elm Avenue on 8th Street.  Kautzman will contact MDU and see if one can be installed.
It has been brought to Fritterer’s attention that the signage near the Marion Apartments is causing issues.  The signs read NO PARKING but should read NO PARKING BETWEEN SIGNS.  Kaelberer will contact Fuchs about changing them.  

Long term parking issues were discussed by the board.  City ordinances read that vehicles are not be parked for longer than 48hours at time.  This is too allow for more efficient snow removal.  The sheriff’s department have been contacted and they will begin ticketing vehicles not following the parking ordinances.  
Auditorium Committee
Young has not met with Tom Wolff regarding the balcony railing.  Young did raise concerns about the auditorium stage doors that do not have a loading dock attached.  In the case of an emergency this would be very dangerous to anyone that would try to utilize it.  Kaelberer will have Fuchs post a sign and board off the entrance.  Young will speak with a few local contractors about building a loading dock.  
Fleckenstein asked that the Fire Exit signs be checked as they are not lighting up.  

Klusmann asked that the board look into contacting an architect about auditorium additions. The building is in need of storage and this issue needs to be pursed.  Kaelberer will make some calls about who could look into it.  

Klusmann would also like to see that the marquee previously discussed be reopened.  This would give residents another way to read city minutes/agendas.  Kaelberer will bring information to the next meeting. 

Board of Health

The board will address unsightly properties in the Spring of 2014.  Fitterer would like the council to remind all residents that trees/branches need to be cleaned up so that they do not hold snow in the streets. 
Police Committee
Shipman presented the 2014 Morton County Policing Contracts to the board.  The contract contains no changes, but Shippman informed the board that they have implemented 24hr coverage in New Salem, Glen Ullin and Hebron to support response time.  Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the contracts as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Ordinances
Kaelberer informed the board that the county has changed firework regulations and will now allow communities to have fireworks during the New Year.  The first reading of amendment 2013-3 revising and amending sections 4.0501 and 4.0507 of Article 5 of chapter IV of the municipal ordinances of the city of New Salem relating to fireworks-definitions: time of use.  Young moved and Kautzman seconded the first reading, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Renaissance Zone

The completed renaissance zone application from Shelley Bader/Sache Salon was presented to the board.  They will be renovating the property at 109 North 4th Street into a full service salon. The Renaisance Zone committee has reviewed the property and application and approved it on November 22nd, 2013.  Kautzman  moved and Schaaf seconded to approve Sache Salon’s Renaissance Zone application as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  Kaelberer will send the application to the state for their review.  
New Business

Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the 2014 liquor licenses for Ruds/Tesoro, The Field, Sunset Inn and Cenex of New Salem, all voting yes the motion passed.
Young  moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the renewal of CD’s 54238 and 52201, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the Cofer Sanitation special assessments as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Fitterer announced the closing of S & B Family food pride by December 31st.  Fitterer is going to speak with the Economic Committee about the situation. and asked the council to come to her with any ideas concerning the future of a grocery store.  

Young  moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
