REGULAR MEETING

KLJ Water development discussions
Andrew Werder and Brian Eisman presented the results of the Drinking Water Revolving loan application that the city applied for.  New Salem was ranked 16th of the 172 applicants.  Werder presented many different options that the board could consider to replace water lines within the city.  After much discussion the council asked KLJ to redo scenario 2A, which would loop three lines within New Salem increasing water pressure and improving fire protection, replacing the 2-4 inch lines running south under the railroad to supply the south side of New Salem and building a new bulk water station near the Weigh Station.  The results will be reviewed at the March meeting.    
Minutes

Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the January 14th city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Street Committee

Klusmann asked that the snow pushed onto the Peace church cemetery be reviewed. She has had concerns brought to her that the snow is too close to grave stones.  Fuchs will ensure the snow does not get too close to the markers but needs to move the snow into the cemetery to clear Oak Avenue.  
Young thanked Fuchs and Brunen for an excellent job of removing snow from the streets this year.  

Water and Sewer Committee

Jodi Davis submitted a letter with concerns about the water drainage from behind their home.  The water from the alley runs underneath their home and they would like to see the city permanently divert the water to the street.  Fuchs suggested that he build up the alley and tear out the curb.  He believes this should solve the problem and move the drainage onto the street.  Schaaf will present the idea to the Davis’s.  
Kaelberer presented the board with letter from Missouri West Water System’s regarding their rate increase of ten cents per thousand gallons.  Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to raise New Salem’s water rates to $5.38 per thousand gallons, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Police Committee
The council reviewed the January court report.  
Young is concerned about parking on Main Street that obstructs the view near stop signs.  Fleckenstein will look into what corners would benefit from  signs moving the allowed parking back at least twenty feet and report back to the March meeting with his findings. .  
Building Committee
Young reported that the building inspector has spoke to the Sean Peck and his intentions are to clean up the property (117 North 7th Street) and have it on the market this Spring.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The Community Betterment Committee will be holding their annual city clean up day on May 11th, 2013.  They ask that all items be on the curbs by eight am and they will only be picking up items until noon.  Fitterer suggested that local youth groups be contacted to volunteer their time to help.  
Renaissance Zone
Clay Schultz presented his Renaissance Zone application to the city council.  He will be building a new structure to house Clay’s Plumbing.  The renaissance zone committee has reviewed and approved the application.  Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded the approval of New Salem’s Renaissance Zone application, recommending a 5 year 100 percent property tax exemption for the value of the improvements presented in Clay’s Plumbing and Heating Inc’s  application and the recommendation for Clay’s Plumbing and Heating Inc’s  to qualify for a 5 year state income tax exemption, all voting yes the motion passed.   
Auditorium Committee 

Kautzman looked into an estimate for the auditorium floor replacement.  His rough estimate for the project would be around $70,000-$80,000.

Ordinance Committee
Schaaf moved and Young seconded to approve the first reading of the ordinance # 2013-01, after adding dog licensing to the requirements, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Personnel Committee

Kaelberer informed the board that she would like to take the last week of February for vacation, the board approve the vacation days.    

New Business 
Fitterer presented the board with a Leadership Code of Conduct for Elected Officials and asked that the board look it over and bring recommendations to the March council meeting.  

Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the liquor transfer from Rud Oil to Cenex of New Salem March 15th, 2013, all voting yes the motion passed.
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the gaming permit application from the American Legion, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Schaaf moved and Young seconded to approve the New Salem Journal as the New Salem Council’s official newspaper of record, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
