REGULAR MEETING

6:00 p.m. Monday , January 14th, 2013 City Auditorium Conference Room.

Strategic Planning

The board reviewed the city’s strategic plan.  Discussion over the city’s strengths and weakness showed that the city is moving in a positive direction but is in need of more housing.  The board decided to meet with anyone that may have vacant lots and ask what their future intentions may be with the properties.
Minutes

Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the December 10th  city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Street Committee

The snow gates have been used the last few weeks and are working well.  There is still going to be a time of adjustment and because only one is in use, not every home will get the benefits of them.  

Water and Sewer Committee

Clay Schultz came to the board with drawings for the proposed water line expansion on the South East side of New Salem.  The expansion would loop a current water line providing more pressure and the ability to add fire hydrants to areas that currently do not have them.  The estimated cost is $65000.  The mayor suggested that the issue be moved to committee and the council will review their recommendation at a future meeting.  
Kaelberer presented the board with a bill from Clays plumbing for a clogged sewer main in front of the Donner home.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded that this bill is the responsibility of the city and that the bill should be paid, all voting yes the motion passed. 

Brian Eisman and Andrew Werder came to the board to present the final bids for televising the city sewers.  There is approxiamately $34000 remaining in USDA rural development grant funds awarded to the city.  The city was divided into three groups and KLJ estimates that with the funds available to the city around half of the city’s sewer lines could be televised and checked for problems.  The board and Fuchs asked if instead of doing set areas is certain lines can be chosen.  Eisman agreed that this could be done and will work with Fuchs to make a plan to be submitted to the prospective contractor.  Eisman asked the board to consider the fact that more areas may need to be televised than the remaining funds allow and that serious problems may be discovered that will need to be addressed.  The board agreed to be ready to meet for an emergency meeting to allocate more funds if it is necessary.  This work should begin in early Spring, Eisman will bring contracts to sign to the February meeting. 

Eisman also informed the board that the Fresh Water Drinking Act application has been ranked #16 out of #150 which means low interest loan will be available to the city if they so choose.  It was decided to meet at 6pm on February 11th to discuss the possibilities and options for the city regarding water line replacement. 

Police Committee
Sherriff Deuputy McClenahan came to the meeting to discuss the quarterly police report. 
Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the first quarter police report and December’s municipal report, all voting yes the motion passed.  McClenahan asked that the city look into the dog ordinances and revise the policy.  She would like to see that dog owners would receive their impounded dogs back until all of the required shots are received.  
Building Committee
Tom Wolff presented the board with the third quarter building inspector report.  The notices that were sent to the Neidhardt Mobile Home Park have all been received and Wolff will check on their progress tomorrow.  Some have asked to continue their work in the Spring and the board agreed as long as it is completed in a timely manner.  
Wolff will contact Sean Peck and get his intentions concerning the property at117 North 7th Street.  The home has been vacant for many years and is beginning to deteriorate.  Wolff will report his findings back to the council.  

Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Tracy Cofer came to the board to discuss the garbage rates.  The Mandan dump grounds have raised their dumping fees.  Cofer calculated his cost increase to be around $1.43 per month/per user.  Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to increase the garbage rates from $42.60 per quarter to $47.00 per quarter, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Cofer informed the board that Cofer Sanitation’s contract with the city expires in June of this year and asked that the board review it to be renewed tonight.  The board decided to wait until the May meeting so that the board has time to review the contract. 
Auditorium Committee
Eisman presented the board with the costs for the auditorium door upgrades.  Currently all doors are residential grade and need to be upgraded to a commercial grade.  The current doors are having serious core problems.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the $4072 cost to upgrade the doors to a commercial grade, all voting yes the motion passed.  Fuchs believes he will be able to switch the doors out himself.  
Klusmann asked about the sidewalk cleaning policy for the auditorium property.  Fuchs explained that after a snow the streets are the first priority but the sidewalks are done immediately after the streets.  

Kautzman asked that a fund be established solely for the purpose of replacing the auditorium gym floor.  The board agreed and Kaelberer will add a line item to the Auditorium set aside fund.

Personnel Committee

Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve a three percent raise to all city employees effective January 1st, 2013, all voting yes the motion passed.   

New Business 
Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the 2012 Revenue/Expenditure report, all voting yes the motion passed.
Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the pledge of securities as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
