REGULAR MEETING

6:00 p.m. Monday , July 8th, 2013 City Auditorium Conference Room.

Minutes

Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the June city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
6:00  Street Light Hearing

Glora Klusmann asked that lights be considered on the south and east side of the high school for safety reasons. 

Faye Sanders came to explain that where the poles are to be placed it will stop her from bringing mobile homes into Neidhardt Trailer Park.  Even though she is not opposed to the lighting it would not work with moving mobile homes.  

Keith Hoesel, Wayne Hoger, Matt Morgan, Tim Kalvoda, Gary Doll, Joey Bachler, Ross Schroder and Danny Jopru all spoke out in opposition to the new street lights.  

Loren Christian asked why the additional lights were being looked into and how much they would cost. 

Kaelberer explained that with the current rates approximately 30 new lights could be installed with no raise in rates for the next five years.  

Many others came to board not supporting the new light proposal, reasons range from the cost increase  

Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to defer the street light installation to the street committee, all voting yes the motion passed. 
6:30 Kitchen Inspection

Hoffmann took the council to the auditorium kitchen to view the progress of the remodel.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Kaelberer presented a bill to the council from Kadrmas, Lee and Jackson.  This should be the final bill for the sewer lagoon project. However the city has not received the results from the sewer project performed this fall with underground cameras.  The board decided to hold off on paying the bill until the videos have been received and reviewed.    
Street Committee

Delores Klusmann asked the council to explain the reasons for not pursuing a quiet zone. Kaelberer explained that the city seriously pursed this issue several years ago.  The cost was over one million dollars and this did not ensure that the trains couldn’t blow their horns.  It would only discourage them. The city then decided the exuberant costs vastly outweighed the benefits.  
Dane has been patching streets and will begin chip sealing this week.  

Auditorium Committee

Hoffmann and Schaaf looked over the bleachers in the auditorium gym bleachers.  Hoffman feels they are unsafe and need to be repaired or removed.  Young will look into the cost of bleachers and report back to the next meeting.

Hoffmann and Schaaf also reviewed possible storage for the chairs and tables.  There is not enough room behind the stage.  Kautzman suggested hiring an architect for a possible addition to the building for storage.  For now Klusmann will look into double decker chair holders to consolidate the room needed for chair storage.
Police Committee
The board reviewed the 2nd quarter police report. 

The board reviewed the June and July court report.   
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Kaelberer asked the board to consider moving the dump ground hours back to 4-8 on Tuesdays.  The board agreed and the hours will change effective immediately.  

Kaelberer informed the board that the letters concerning unclean properties have been sent out.  Klusmann and Schaaf will drive by the properties and report back to the next meeting.  Kaelberer will send out thank you letters to all who have complied with the letters. 
Building Committee

The planning and zoning committee discussed New Salem’s fencing fee.  The committee moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the new fencing rate as follows, any fencing above 6 ft will be $100.00 for the first five ft and $1.00 per linear ft thereafter, Fencing six feet and below will be $20.00 for the first 100 ft and an additional $10.00 for each additional 100 linear ft thereafter, all voting yes the motion passed.

Kris Emmineth came to the board to request a hearing to change the zoning for 207 N 3rd street so that they can open a daycare center.  The board informed her of the process to change the zoning and set the hearing date for July 29th, 2013.
Hoffmann brought up his concerns about the fence installed on Clint Feland’s lot next to city park.  The top portion of the fence has barbwire and Hoffman feels this could be a safety issue.  Hoffmann will speak to the city attorney about what the city could do concerning this issue. 
Personnel Committee

Hoffmann, Schaaf and Kaelberer met with Calvin Bauer and John Blaich to discuss auditorium cleaning duties.  Bauer and Blaich reviewed how often they clean each and every area of the auditorium.  Hoffman also reviewed several areas that need more attention.  Kaelberer will post a list of duties on the janitorial closet as a reminder. 
New Business 
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the gaming permit from NSHS, all voting yes the motion passed.

Kautzman moved and Hoffmann, seconded to approve the liquor transfer from Sunset Inn on August 10th, all voting yes the motion passed.

Schaaf moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the pledge of securities as presented, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
