Minutes

Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the May city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Water and Sewer Committee

The Historical Society had water issues this week once the North Park bathrooms water was turned on.  Fuchs fears that there is a leak in the underground water line.  The water has been turned off again.  Kaelberer will bring this issue to the park board. 
Street Committee

Hoffmann presented the board with a new street light proposal.  Hoffmann and Kaelberer did a city wide drive around with an MDU representative last week.  After driving up every street Hoffmann suggested that a light be added every half block within New Salem.  Special areas were considered such as down the bike path, next to the basketball courts and next to Elm Crest parking area.  This proposal would double New Salem’s current street light load, doubling the current billing.  Hoffmann feels it is a safety issue and with the growing population the additional lights are necessary.  Klusmann feels that this increase in lighting is not necessary.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to have the stakes  put in where the new lights could possibly be installed and hold a public hearing at 6pm on the 8th of July to discuss the issue, Kautzman, Young, Hoffmann, Fleckenstein voted yes and Klusmann and Schaaf voted no, motion passed.  
Young discussed the possibility of paving Pine Street.  The cost would have to be special assessed and the majority of the council feel that the majority land owner on that street would not support the costs.  

Fleckenstein  moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the purchase and hauling of gravel to South 2nd Street, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Police Committee
Sherrif  Mcclenahan came to the meeting to discuss updating city ordinances on the city website to better inform residents of local laws.  
Board of Health 

Schaaf and Fitterer drove through streets in New Salem looking at properties and areas in town that need to be cleaned up.  Letters will be sent to residents giving them thirty days to clean up their properties or attend the next council meeting.  Letters will also be sent to residents who currently blow grass into the streets.  This is against city ordinances and they will be fined if they continue to do it.  
Building Committee

Fleckenstein brought up the building permit fees for fencing.  He researched surrounding communities and found that New Salem is the only community with a fee for fences under eight feet tall.  Fleckenstein feels the rate is too high and would like to see the issue reevaluated.  The issue was moved to the Planning and Zoning committee for more discussion.  

The council reviewed the 2nd quarter building permit report.

Ordinance Committee
Linda Morris presented the board with the five local properties that are eligible for property tax exemptions.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the exemptions as presented.  All voting yes the motion passed.  
Auditorium Committee

Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the ordering of three cellular shades for the auditor’s office and the sheriff’s office, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Hoffmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the closing of the street in front of the city auditorium for the Capital Credit Union appreciation days, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Hoffmann informed the board that the auditorium committee is working on the semi-annual review of janitorial staff.  

Klusmann asked that the board put some thought into how to store tables and chairs in the auditorium.  She suggested looking into hiring an architect for a possible addition to the auditorium.

Klusmann also asked that baseboard be added to the areas it is missing in the building. Hoffmann will speak to local contractors about installing the trim.  

Klusmann asked that the board look into the removal of the bleachers in the balcony. She feels they are unsafe and not cost effective to have them repaired.  Young would like to see collapsible bleachers installed. Kaelberer informed the board that if the bleachers were removed changes would have to be made to the railing to make the area safer.  Kautzman does not support the removal of the bleachers.  The board will discuss it at a future meeting.  

Hoffmann informed the board that Westerline Builders will be doing the updating to the auditorium kitchen.  Hoffmann spoke to all local contractors and only received interest in submitting a bid from two contractors and only one submitted a bid.  The cost will be $7500.00 and will be completed by August.  
Personnel Committee

Fuchs has hired two summer employees and they are working out well.  
Old Business

Klusmann asked again about the parks placement of a porto potty at city park.  Kaelberer informed the board that the park board declined the idea.  The board asked Kaelberer to discuss it with the park board again and inform them that the city would pay for the porto potty.  
New Business 
Klusmann moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the liquor transfer from The Field to the city auditorium on June 29th, all voting yes the motion passed.
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the gaming permit from the Community Betterment Committee, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Hoffmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
