REGULAR MEETING

6:00 p.m. Monday , May 13th, 2013 City Auditorium Conference Room.

Minutes

Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the April city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
6pm Insurance Informational Meeting
Brittany Kraft from BC/BS came before the council to discuss and explain her company’s insurance policies and rates.  The city will only qualify for a group rate if all employees utilize the policy or can prove that they currently have insurance through a spouse’s plan.  Many questions were asked and answered and the council thanked Margi and Kraft for explaining the city’s policy options. The board will give the information provided some thought and discuss at a future meeting.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Fuchs explained to the board that the city water tank is due for another inspection.  He has received two bids; In Land Services for $2875 and Liquid Engineering for $2480.00.  Both bids included sending a diver to inspect the tank, report any findings and clean the tank.  Hoffmann move and Kautzman seconded to approve the bid from Liquid Engineering, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Brandon Becker came to the board to request the repair of his grandfather’s water line. It currently runs underneath his driveway and connects on the corner of 5th and Pine and is leaking.  When the current line was installed curb stops were not required.  The ordinances state that the city is responsible for repairs from the city main to the curb stop and the homeowner is responsible for the curb stop to the home.  Becker said they are willing to pay for what they are responsible for and would like to see the line run from 4th Street.  Fuchs agreed that the line needs to be repaired and that the new one should run from 4th street.  Hoffmann wanted to know the approximate cost of the project, however that is not possible since no one knows the length of time the project will take or what will be encountered once underground.  Young moved and Schaaf to approve the repairs as presented, Schaaf, Young, Klusmann, Fleckenstein, Kautzman voted yes and Hoffmann abstained, motion passed. 
Street Committee

Hoffmann and Kaelberer drove through New Salem and discovered that there a not as many areas with available electrical poles for new street lights.  Kaelberer will bring a map to the next meeting to show the council what lights can be installed.  Kaelberer will also contact MDU to discuss directional lighting and to get the cost for lights and poles to be installed.  
Fitterer told the council that the railroad ties sitting on the south side of the tracks are omitting a very strong and offensive odor.  Kautzman said they would be moved and installed on the new tracks soon. 

The road running from Old Ten to the dump ground was discussed. CHS will begin building their road next to the dump ground road.  The board asked Fitterer to speak to someone from CHS to see if the two road could be combined.

Fuchs explained that the city road grader is in need of repairs.  The crank shaft seal ($1900), hydraulic cylinder repair ($1400), blade tightening ($1500), diagnostics ($250) and hauling to Bismarck.  Schaaf moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the repairs as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Fleckenstein informed the board that he installed 30ft of chain and 5poles next to the waterway south of the city pool.  This will stop anyone from driving through the area.  

Kaelberer will contact the BNSF to ensure that Rolin Manf has a current lease East of 1st Ave.  

Police Committee
The council reviewed the April municipal report. 
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Fitterer explained that there has been a lot of garbage blowing away from the dump grounds.  Cofer will be asked to cover his bins to slow down the blowing of garbage.  Dane will check into covering the city bins as well.  If this does not solve the problem the city will look into installing a tall fence.  
There was a fire at the city dump grounds and the container from TransTrash was damaged.  Kaelberer will contact them with the city insurance information. 
Building Committee 

Young informed the board that the Planning and Zoning committee has run into issues with surveying city lots recently.  The P & Z committee offers unofficial survey’s of property lines for home owners.  Every effort is made to make the boundary lines accurate but the committee uses street measurements and property descriptions to determine the property lines which is not always accurate.  When property owners hire certified survey companies boundary lines are usually found to be slightly different (anywhere from a couple of inches to 5ft).  Young is concerned that the city may be held liable for inaccurate property lines when fences are built and or buildings.  Kaelberer will speak to legal about a disclaimer on all building permits about unofficial surveys.    
Ordinance Committee
Linda Morris presented the board with optional property tax ordinances.  Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve all five property tax ordinances to encourage refurbishing of property and building of homes within New Salem, all voting yes the motion passed.  Morris will bring the ordinances to the next meeting for approval.  
Auditorium Committee

Some local park patrons have asked if a porto potty could be placed at city park during warm months.  Kaelberer will discuss the issue with the Park District.  
Klusmann has finished the auditorium blinds.  She feels the city auditor’s office and the cop shop could also benefit from some blinds.  Kaelberer will look into some.  

Hoffman would like continue with the proposed kitchen improvements which include, new ceiling tiles, a wire shelf, countertops and the removal of one set of cabinets.  He will acquire bids and present them to the council at a later date.  

Personnel Committee

Dane will again hire summer help, the board asked that an ad be placed in the journal. 

Klusmann discussed employee responsibilities and whom they should report to.  The auditorium committee will meet with all auditorium janitorial employees to perform bi annual reviews with any concerns and/or  new responsibilities for employees.  
New Business 
Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the liquor transfers from Rud Oil to Muddy River Coffee House May 17th, Rud Oil to Cenex of New Salem on May 19th and De Udder to the city Auditorium on June 22nd all voting yes and Young abstaining, the motion passed.
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the gaming site authorization from the Civic Club for Cenex of New Salem, De Udder Bar and The Field, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
