Minutes

Residents Clean-Jon Mahoney
City Attorney, Jon Mahoney came to the council to discuss procedures for cleaning up unsightly yards as requested. According to ordinance 12.0503 it is unlawful for residents to store accumulations of trash, rubbish, junk, junk automobiles……….
12.0506 explains that it is also unlawful to dismantle parts, appliances or any machinery in residential areas.

Mahoney explained that the city would need to follow the abatement procedure to proceed further.  This includes the sheriff serving papers and offering a hearing for the resident before the city judge.  This allows for the residents to have their case heard and decided before a judge rather than the council.  This will result in  a court order for the city and resident to follow.  Any properties that council members feel warrant this process should be discussed at the November meeting.
