REGULAR MEETING

Minutes

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the January city council minutes with the corrections, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Visitors.
Richard Bohrer, from Architectural Concepts, came to the board with auditorium addition plans.  The addition would be on the North/East side of the building and would be for storage.  The building would match up with the city shop and the entrance would be under the balcony by the current stairs.  In order to have a wide enough door the stairs would have to be moved and a portion of the mural would be disturbed.  Bohrer also informed the board that another staircase on the west end of the balcony would need to be installed to meet fire code.  Young informed the board that the railing needs to be raised and brought to code as well.  The cheapest and safest way would be a glass barrier.  However, this would cause issues with sound and glare.  The board discussed in great length eliminating the seating in both balconies.  This would save the city great amounts of money with railing improvements and new stair cases.  The balconies have become safety issues and the board feels that the seating eliminated on the balconies could be moved to the stage during games.  It was decided to table the issue and ask the public to attend the March meeting to give their opinion on the matter. 
Water and Sewer Committee

A letter was presented to the board from Missouri West Water Systems concerning the water rate increase of six cents.  Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the city water rate increase of .06 per thousand gallons, moving the rate to $5.44/1000 gallons, all voting yes the motion passed unanimously.  
Fleckenstein asked that the sentence in the back of city water bills reading “All dogs/cats must be leashed at all times” be highlighted in red.

Kautzman discussed the city bulk water station.  The station would be by the Fair Grounds and the water line would be brought under North 8th Street.  This old bulk water site, next to the auditorium, must be torn down this year for safety reasons.  Kautzman will work on plans to present to the board.  

The board agreed that this issue needs to be put on a priority list.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
May 17th will be the city wide clean up day.  The betterment committee will ask that able people take their items to the dump ground or be outside to help load the items onto trailers.  Kaelberer will order extra dumpsters.  
Building Committee

The Building Inspector report from June 2013- February 2014 was presented to the board. 
Young spoke with the city building inspector, Tom Wolff, about concerns with his availability.  He has had a few personal issues come up that have taken some of his time but always gets back to anyone that contacts him.  Wolff informed Young that he will work on communicating with the council better.  
Personnel Committee

Young and Fitterer spoke with Rick Olsen and he would like to keep his position as emergency director and will communicate with the council if any questions arise. 
Insurance Committee
The possibility of providing insurance for city employees was discussed.  With the federal government now offering Obama Care it was suggested that employees can utilize that if needed.  The city currently gives all full time employees $285.00 per month to go towards insurance of their choosing.  The council decided to leave the current policy unchanged.  
New Business

Klusmann has been working with Mayor Fitterer regarding a citizen of the month program.  The object of the program is to publicly recognize those citizens that contribute to the city of New Salem.  Citizens must be nominated and a select committee will review the nominees monthly.  The award will be presented each month at city council meetings and recognized in the New Salem Journal.  The hope is to acknowledge those that go above and beyond their civic duties and encourage more citizens to step forward.  The council applauded Klusmann’s efforts and agreed that the program would be a great idea.  
The New Salem Journal will also run a monthly article acknowledging a local nonprofit groups and their efforts within the community.  
Young  moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
