Minutes

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the December city council minutes with the corrections, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Visitors.
Wayne Hoger came to the board to discuss snow removal on South Birch Avenue.  Currently the snow is split so that half rests on the South boulevard and half on the North boulevard.  Hoger asked if all the snow could be moved to the North side on the railroad property.  Fuchs explained that although he understands why they would request that it takes 6-8 passes with the loader rather than 3 to move the snow to both sides.  
Fuchs informed the board that in cell one of the lagoon system there is an accumulation of solids near the intake.  He has spoke with several experts on the subject and suggested to the board that a chemical would help the solids biodegrade to avoid any problems.  The cost in the first year would be from $4000-5000 and every following year would be $2000-3000.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the purchase of the chemicals from Team Lab, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Street Committee

Clint Feland contacted Mayor Fitterer concerning snow removal near his properties.  Feland is concerned that snow pushed onto his fences could cause damage.  Fuchs explained that snow has to be pushed near them since they are so close to the streets but that none would be moved there.  
Police Committee
Officer Cameron Mcclenahan came to the board to present the 4th quarter police report.  
Auditorium Committee
Kaelberer has contacted a couple of architects and hopes to have some at the February meeting to discuss options for an auditorium addition.
Kaelberer presented information regarding an outdoor message board for the auditorium.  The board discussed the many options and decided on the triple wall mount bulletin/message board.  This would be used to give residents monthly meeting dates, agendas, minutes and other relevant city information.  There would also be one side for local organizations to utilize.  Kaelberer will submit a letter to the NS Civic Club for funds. 

Klusmann asked that the lights in the gym bathroom be replaced.  The board also decided to install a changing table in the women’s bathroom.  Kaelberer will contact Fuchs about the purchasing and installation of these items.  Klusmann also asked that the heat be turned down in the building.  

Sanitation and Garbage Committee
Cofer Sanitation presented the board with a proposal for garbage rate increases.  Rates at the Bismarck Landfill and Trans Trash have increased by $2500.16 per year, therefore increasing Cofer Sanitation’s cost.   Cofer is asking the board for  a forty cent monthly increase.  Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the forty cent’s/resident/month increase effective January 1st, 2014, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Building Committee

Central Dakota Frontier had an addition/building project that collapsed over the weekend.  No one was injured and Young will contact the building inspector about possible causes for the collapse. 
Personnel Committee

Young and Fleckenstein will speak with Tom Wolff over the next month about Building Inspecting concerns.  
Kaelberer will be gone from January 11th, 2014-January 18th, 2014 for vacation.  Any concerns or problems during that week should be directed to Dane Fuchs, Lynette Fitterer or any council members. 

The board discussed at great length employee raises for 2014.  Klusmann moved and Young seconded to approve a 3.70 percent raise for all Fuchs, Brunen, Kaelberer, Calvin and Audrey Bauer, Erhardt and Blaich, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Ordinances
Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded the 2nd and final reading of amendment 2013-3 an ordinance revising and amending sections 4.0501 and 4.0507 of article 5 of chapter IV of the municipal ordinances of the city of New Salem relating to fireworks-definitions; time of use, all voting yes the motion passed. 
 AMENDMENT 2013-3 
AN ORDINANCE REVISING AND AMENDING SECTIONS 4.0501 AND 4.0507 OF ARTICLE 5 OF CHAPTER IV OF THE MUNICIPAL ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO FIREWORKS – DEFINITIONS; TIME OF USE
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM AS FOLLOWS: 

Section 1. Amendment 

Be it ordained by the City Council that Sections 4.0504 and 4.0505 of Article 5, of Chapter IV of the Municipal Ordinances of the City of New Salem be revised and amended as follows: 

4.0501 Consumer Fireworks - Defined 

The term “consumer fireworks” shall mean and include fireworks, as that term is defined in N.D.C.C. §23-15-01. 

4.0507 Consumer Fireworks – Time of Use 

Fireworks may only be discharged during the period of June twenty-seventh and July fifth and the period of December thirty-first through January first, subject to the following time restrictions: 

1. Fireworks may only be discharged or otherwise set off from 10:00 A.M. to 11:00 P.M. for the period of June twenty-seventh through July second. 

2. Fireworks may only be discharged or otherwise set off from 10:00 A.M. to midnight of each day for the period of July third through July fifth. 

3. Fireworks may only be discharged or otherwise set off from 5:00 P.M. on December thirty-first to 1:00 A.M. on January first and from 5:00 P.M. on January first to midnight of January first. 

A violation of this Section shall be punishable by a fine of up to $500.00, thirty (30) days imprisonment, or both. 
Section 2. Effective Date 
This Ordinance shall become effective upon final passage hereof and publication of the Amendment in the official City Newspaper. 

Old Business

Fitterer informed that Family Food Pride has closed.  There are many rumors floating around about the future of a grocery store in New Salem but as of now the mayor does not know of any solid plans.  Fitterer would like the public to know that although the council is concerned about the future of a grocery store that they cannot remedy the situation.  
New Business

Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the rent exemption for the Backhaus family benefit on April 27th, 2014, all voting yes the motion passed. 
Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve a gaming permit for NS Women’s Life, all voting yes the motion passed.
