Minutes

Klusmann moved and Young seconded to approve the February city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Visitors.
Lynn Brokaw came to the board representing Aflac Insurance.  The city could participate in a group/government rate for supplemental insurance.  Brokaw reviewed many different policies ranging from Cancer coverage to Accidental Coverage.  If three or more city employees participate in the polices the city will qualify for the low rate.  Kaelberer will touch base with all employees to see if there is interest in the Aflac policies. 
Brian Ritter from BMDA came to the board per request by the city auditor.  Morton County Commissioner Zachmeyer informed the board that there are funds available thru the BMDA for projects within Morton County.  Twenty five thousand dollars per project could be allocated upon approval of the funds through the BMDA.  Kaelberer asked if the city’s bulk water station would qualify for the funds and Ritter said yes.  Ritter also suggested that the city speak with the USDA, about the water and environmental program, for funds.  The Lewis and Clark Regional Development Committee also has loan funds available that the city could apply for.  
Water and Sewer

Dane Fuchs informed the board of the lift station problems that occurred over the weekend.  Run off from snow melting filled the ditch that the lift station sits in overfilling the manholes. Even though the lift station was operating properly, it could not keep up with the water pouring into it.  This caused the sewer lines to back up to nearby businesses.  Fuchs pumped the water across the road until 3:30 in the morning and has had the pumps running throughout the day. Fuchs explained that the lift station panel and manholes need to be raised up to be level or higher than the road to prevent this from happening again.  Fitterer asked Fuchs to come up with a plan of action and present it to the board in April.  
Auditorium Committee

The board discussed replacing the countertops on the upstairs bar.  Klusmann suggested looking into replacing the entire bar with a movable one. Young will speak with Gary Hoffmann to see if he has it in the plans to work on it this year.  
The board discussed the possible addition of a storage room on the auditorium.  Schaaf drew up plans that would put the room next to the city shop and the access door would be directly next the balcony staircase. The biggest concern within the community is the mural.  The new plans would not disturb any of the mural.  Marvin Schultz came to the meeting to listen about the addition plans.  He has had many concerns brought to him about the preservation of the mural.  The board agrees that the mural needs to be left undisturbed.  At this point the council will table the auditorium addition until it can be investigated further. 
Fuchs is still working on repairing the auditorium boiler.  He hopes to have it fixed this week.  

Police Committee

Sanitation and Garbage Committee
The recycling trailer is still out of commission due to the fact that the city of Bismarck is temporarily not taking any items because their bailer if broke.

Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
