Minutes

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the March city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Citizen of the Month

Klusmann announced to the board that Donna Bumann has been appointed as April’s Citizen of the Month for her contributions to the betterment of New Salem.
Tax Equalization Meeting

Mayor Fitterer called the Board of Equalization to order at 7:30pm.  There were no new construction/remodeling tax exemption applications submitted.  The 2014 tax information was presented to the city council.  Morton County is looking into doing full property  assessments of all county cities.  This would balance property values throughout the community.  
Faye Sanders came to the meeting with questions about her property tax increase.

Keith Hoesel informed the board that the building that he is being taxes for is not yet complete  Linda Morris will adjust the tax statement accordingly. 

Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the 2014 tax information and adjustments all voting yes the motion passed.  

Meeting adjorned.
Visitors.
Jim Frohlich came to the board on behalf of Farmers Lumber/Gambles to request a four foot variance for a new building that will be on Main Street near their other buildings.  They would like to line up the building with existing buildings therefore a variance is required.  Young, on behalf of the P & Z committee recommended that a four foot variance be granted.  
Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the four foot variance for Farmers Lumber/Gambles, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Karlee and Chris Chase came to the board with concerns about smoke and soot coming from their neighbors chimney.  They explained that an abnormal amount of soot and smoke comes from the chimney and seeps into their home causing a nuisance.  The ash is deposited in the back yard of the property and during windy days blows throughout the area.  Also there are concerns that the chimney is melting and could be a fire hazard.  Fitterer assigned the issue to be investigated immediately by the Building Committee and the Board of Heath Committee and reported back to the council by the May meeting.  

Water and Sewer

Kaelberer presented the following past due water bills to the council. Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to special assess the following amounts to the property taxes for payment,  Feland Inc $298.64. Marshall Lumber $733.49 and John Brookhouser $572.18, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Kautzman presented the board with an estimate for installing a water service line to a truck/water fill station near the Morton County Fair Grounds for $52,000.00.  Fuchs explained that the water salesman would cost around $35,000.00.  Fitterer explained that Central Dakota Frontier may be installing a fill station at their business. There is possibility this could be used by the public as well. The board tabled the issue until a later date.  

Fuchs presented the estimated costs of raising the main holes at the city lift station.  The costs will run around $4600.00 and the work can be done by city personnel.  The control panel will also need to be raised.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the purchasing of materials and for the repairs, all voting yes the motion passed.  The board asked Fuchs to work on this project as soon as possible.  
Building Committee

The building inspector report from 2/9-3/17 was presented to the board.  
Young informed the board that the Planning and Zoning Committee discussed the condition of the 500 Main Ave property. There are concerns about the safety of the building, but the use of the building will be discontinued by next week.  The P & Z committee and the building inspector will contact the owner about the next steps to be taken with the building.  
Insurance Committee

Fitterer asked the board members to let Kaelberer know by the end of the evening if they would like to participate in the Aflac insurance programs. 
Personnel Committee

Fitterer asked the personnel committee to meet with the NS Animal Warden.  The board would like it clarified that the only time the Animal Warden is to respond to an animal complaint is if contacted by law enforcement. The personnel committee will report back to the board by the next meeting.  
Fitterer asked Young to contact the city emergency director, Richard Olsen, and explain that his attendance at meetings for Emergency Management is required and if he is unable to fulfill his duties he will need to be replaced.  
Police Committee

The 1st quarter police report and judges report were reviewed by the council.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee
The recycling trailer will be back in operation within the week.  
Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to begin a $10 charge for all couches, mattresses, and large chairs brought to the city dump grounds, beginning June 1st, 2014, all voting yes the motion passed.
New Business

Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the May 10th, 2014 liquor transfer from The Field to the City Auditorium, all voting  yes the motion passed.  
Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
