REGULAR MEETING

6:30 p.m. Monday , May 12th, 2014 City Auditorium Conference Room.
Council Mayor Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the April city council minutes, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Visitors.
Dana Pazernik and Kristi Klusmann came to present a proposal to the board about a community fitness center.  The center would be in the NSHS parking lot and owned by the New Salem School District.  However, the facility would be open to the public through memberships and a 24 hr key access.  The committee is seeking funding for the project through grants and fundraising.  The school will pay for half of the $300,000 and the committee is looking to raise the rest.  They are asking for a contribution from the city of New Salem.  Kaelberer spoke with the LOC lawyer and the city can contribute money if a joint powers agreement for the facility is made and if the NSHS agrees that the facility will be open to the residents of New Salem.  Klusmann and Pazernik will work with Kaelberer on the paperwork.  
Auditorium
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the rent exemption request for a benefit for Wayne Long on May 17th, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Hoffmann updated the council on improvements that he would like to look into for 2014.  The auditorium’s bar area needs new countertops.  The board also thinks that sectioning the bar and putting it on coasters would be helpful.  This way the area can be moved and utilized in different parts of the main floor.  Hoffmann will work on getting three estimates for the work and report back to the board. 

Young informed Fuchs that there are loose bricks on the building and that the gutters on the east side of the building are not working properly.  

Fuchs explained that he has hired Hill Tree Service to trim the trees on the West side of the building to prevent the leaves from clogging the gutters.  

Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The Inert Waste Landfill and Transfer Station was inspected and the report was presented to the board.  The report was positive and commended Fuchs on a well run facility.  

Fuchs will speak with the State and find out if animal carcasses can be disposed of at the transfer station.  

Board of Health

Young and Hoffmann visited Jeff Ost’s property about the chimney/soot complaint.  They found that the wood burner/chimney have been properly installed.  The ashes are being put into his garden and are not near the neighboring property line.  They found no reportable problems.  

Building Committee

Tom Wolff, the city building inspector, will be asked to attend the June meeting.
Mark Meyer came to the board to discuss the Elm Crest Manor Assisted Living addition.  He attended the Planning and Zoning meeting and has also met with the city building inspector.  The only concern has been the parking spaces available.  Meyer presented the board with the parking spot designations.  The board is happy with the amount of parking spots that will be available.  
Leon Samuel came to the board to request a variance for building a garage without a dwelling on Block 1 and Lot 1 of New Salem Proper.  

This lot is across the alley and the North of his home and the garage will be used for vehicle storage.  Current ordinances read that no garage can be built without a dwelling while it is zoned Residential one.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve the variance for building a garage without a dwelling on Block 1 Lot 2 of New Salem Proper because the owner has property across the alley, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Randy and Tina St. Claire came to the board with concerns about a dispute with their neighbor.  The building inspector and Gary Hoffmann went to St Claire’s property and measured out his property line.  His garage is over his property line but it is non conforming situation so it has been grandfathered in.  His shed was also over the property line and St Claire has since moved it back from the property line.  St Claire would also like to build a fence on the property but without the neighboring property owners approval, the fence must be three feet behind the property line.  St. Claire said that he has had issues with his neighbor but mayor Fitterer explained that the civil issues the city cannot get involved in.  However, issues with property lines and building the city can discuss.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve a one foot variance for the fence, placing the fence two feet from the property line, all voting yes the motion passed.  
Personnel Committee

Kim Emil, New Salem Animal Warden, came to the board by request of the personnel Committee.  Hoffmann presented the board with the minutes from the meeting with Emil and the personnel committee.  
Meeting with Animal Warden (Kim  Emil), Gary Hoffmann and Pat Fleckenstein     May 5, 2014 City Auditorium New Salem, ND
Animal Warden raised the following concerns and issues during the meeting:

1.   Concern about storing captured animals in his garage.  2.   Ordinance 11.0104 Impoundment states, “It is the duty of any police officer or animal warden of the city to     respond….” (Please bring this ordinance to the council meeting on the 12th for council to review.)  3.   Vet is not charging owner for return of animal to owner.  4.   Animal Warden is not taking animals to be terminated to transfer station because sign at transfer station posted animal carcasses are prohibited. (Actually, the sign prohibits unauthorized individuals from bringing carcasses to the station.)  5.   No noose catching tool for animal warden to use when catching threatening or otherwise dangerous animals. The animal warden is using his own fishing net to capture lose and threatening animals.  6.   Suggested a publication in the local paper reminding public they are to call Morton County Sheriff dispatcher when needing help with undesirable animals in their area since he is not to respond to calls from the public.
City Auditor requested that during Personnel Committee’s meeting with Animal Warden, we were to convey to him there would be no payment of April’s invoice until Council had reviewed the April invoice.  1.   Pat and I told the Animal Warden and his spouse that last month’s receipt for payment would not be satisfied and will be discussed at May 12th meeting. They responded with declaration they would not continue doing their job until payment was made.  2.   We requested the following services would be continued by the Animal Warden and they concurred:  a. They would continue renting out traps to residents when requested and receive security deposit until trap was returned.   b.Until further notice, the Animal Warden would refer callers to the Morton County Sheriff dispatcher.
The issues were discussed and resolved as follows.  The animals will be stored in the shed behind the auditorium once it is cleaned out.  A noose will be purchased by the city auditor and given to the animal warden.  The animals will be disposed of at the city dump grounds upon approval from the state.  There is to be no animal contact, trapping or housing unless a call to the animal warden from the Morton County Sherriff’s department  is made.  The animal warden will then follow the instructions from the sherrif as to how to handle the animal.  Residents may borrow the city traps after leaving a deposit to trap problem animals on their property such as skunks.  The animal warden is not to set those traps, that is up to the property owner.  Kaelberer informed the animal warden that Kim Emil was the only one hired for the position so therefore is the only one legally allowed to perform any duties as animal warden on behalf of the city.  All communications from the Animal Warden must go through the personnel committee and not the city auditor.  Emil will be paid for April animal warden duties as soon as the proper documentation of every animal is presented to the city auditor.  
The city auditor, Shian Kaelberer, presented  a letter of resignation to the city board.  Kaelberer thanked the board and mayor for the opportunity’s provided to her over the last ten years as city auditor.  Kaelberer’s last day will be June 27th, 2014.  Fitterer thanked Kaelberer for her service to the community.. Hoffmann, Fleckenstein and Young have complied a job description, duties and interview questions for the auditor position.  The city will be accepting resumes until May 23rd and interviews will be conducted May 29th and 30th.  Kaelberer would like ample time to train the new auditor into the position and ensured the board that she will do everything she can to make the transition easy for everyone involved.  
New Business

Fitterer informed the board that concerns about Councilman Hoffmann’s absence from council meetings have been brought to her attentions.  Hoffmann explained that he stays in contact with the mayor, auditor and councilmen about city events in his absence, has requested that he be able to listen to meetings via speaker phone and has informed the mayor that if his presence is needed during his absence that he will be in attendance.   

Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the May 31st  liquor transfer from The Field to the City Auditorium and the June 21st, August 30th and Sept 27th liquor transfers from Sunset Inn to the City Auditorium, all voting yes the motion passed.
Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the gaming site authorization from the New Salem Civic Club for De Udder Bar, The Field, Sunset Inn and Cenex, all voting yes the motion passed.  

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve record disposal  as presented, all voting yes the motion passed.
