Attendance

Council Mayor Lynette Fitterer.

Council members present: Delton Kautzman, Eugene Schaaf, Pat Fleckenstein, Delores Klusmann, Aglae Young, and Gary Hoffmann
Others present:  City Auditor Melissa Davis, Kaity Olson, Dane Fuchs, Mike Pazdernik, Kristi Klusmann, Gordon LeClair, Dave Shipman, Todd Norton, Diane Hoger, Bridget Wetch, and Shaun Peterson.
Minutes

Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the July city council minutes, all voting aye, motion carried.  
Hearing of Visitors

The New Salem Civic Club was presented with the Citizen of the Month award.

Emergency director, John Young, approached the council about emergency management protocol.  Young is looking into purchasing and applying for grants to help get generators for the city auditorium.
Kristi Klusmann and Mike Pazdernik attended representing the Fitness Center Committee.  Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to accept the joint powers agreement between the City of New Salem and the New Salem Almont School District understanding that it is still subject to change.  All voting aye, motion carried.  Klusmann made a motion to give the fitness center $20,000, Kautzman seconded.  Upon roll call vote, Klusmann, Kautzman, and Fleckenstein voted aye, while Young, Hoffmann, and Schaaf voted nay.  Mayor Fitterer voted nay and stated that more discussion was needed on the monetary needs of the city.  The motion failed.
Water and Sewer

Fitterer is going to follow up with Clay’s Plumbing on the line replacement at 212 S 4th St.
Davis presented disconnect notices, the council decided all unpaid bills will be disconnected.
Street Committee
The council discussed the importance of giving prior notice to residents before the city workers cut any trees or grass.  Also discussed was the importance of only the city’s paid employees doing any grass trimming to be assessed to property.  
The council agreed that Davis should follow up with Cofer Sanitation about the alley tree trimming letter that was sent out in June so Cofer can let the city know what properties still need to be trimmed.

Davis updated the council on the highway exchange lighting.  The ND DOT feasibility study proved worthy and lights are scheduled for installation in 2017.    
Auditorium Committee

Schaaf informed the council that 4 new high efficiency, handicap accessible toilets were installed in the auditorium.

Fitterer and Kautzman met with Austin John of Midwest Investigations and Security to discuss some of the problems that the city is having with the auditorium security system.  They presented the council with 2 bids for the installation of security cameras.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to accept the $6944.00 bid.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Police Committee

Young and Hoffmann met with Morton County Sheriff, Dave Shipman, on Monday, Aug 4th to discuss concerns.  The problems were addressed and solved with local law enforcement.  Shipman asked the city to consider a 5% cost of living increase to the 2015 police service contract.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Transfer station prices and hours were discussed.  An updated fee schedule will be posted in the Auditor’s office.
Building Committee

The city council discussed the importance for house markers for emergency services.  Young and Kautzman will address the ambulance and fire departments and discuss sending out a letter.

Hoffmann and Young did an inspection of the exterior of the property at 113 N 6th St, following a fire.  There is no evidence of damage.  They are unable to enter the home.
Personnel Committee

Applications for the animal warden and transfer station attendant were presented.  The personnel committee will review the applications.
New Business

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the liquor license transfer from the Field to the Auditorium on Sept. 6th.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to put the city’s authority to grant retail property tax exemption on the November ballot.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Todd Norton presented the council with the AE2S standard form of agreement, the city attorney will review the agreement before it’s signed.

Hoger and Wetch updated the city council on the water projects at North Park.  There was discussion about the city possibly helping the park board by absorbing some of the costs of the projects.
The next city council meeting will be held Monday, September 8th, 2014 at 6:30 p.m.
Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
