NEW SALEM CITY PROCEEDINGS

Attendance

Council Mayor Lynette Fitterer.

Council members present: Delton Kautzman, Eugene Schaaf, Pat Fleckenstein, Delores Klusmann, Aglae Young, and Gary Hoffmann
Others present:  City Auditor Melissa Davis, Kaity Olson, Dane Fuchs, Allyn Lennie, Cameron McClenahan.
Minutes

Hoffmann moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the August city council minutes, all voting aye, motion carried.  
Hearing of Visitors

Lennie presented the board with a resolution giving preliminary approval to the issuance of assisted living facilities revenue bonds.  This is something the city has done in the past.  Davis will forward the resolution to the city attorney for review before signing.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve a public hearing on October 13th regarding the city issuing $1.5 million in revenue bonds for the Elm Crest assisted living project all voting aye, motion carried.
Water and Sewer

Klusmann moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve water adjustments in the amount of $1788.23 as presented by Davis.  All in favor, motion carried.  The council also discussed a number of faulty meters that will need to be replaced.  Fuchs will try to get in touch with the residents and replace the meters as soon as possible.  The line replacement at 212 S 4th St. is complete.  
Street Committee
The council will discuss following up on the June tree trimming letter at the September 24th special meeting.  Cofer will be getting the city a list of any properties that have not trimmed their trees.  
The property at 208 S 4th St was discussed.  The city has received complaints about the yard being unfinished, thus causing dirt and sand to drain onto surrounding properties.  Hoffmann is going to ask the building inspector to contact the home owners and discuss their future plans.  A number of other homes that have become a public nuisance were also discussed.  Davis will send letters to the homeowners asking them to clean up their yards.  Those that do not comply will face a fine to be determined by the city council.
The curb/street at 6th and Spruce has been causing some problems for the mailman due to the curb/street sinking.  Fuchs will work on fixing the area.
Fuchs talked with the council about the city’s street sweeper, it is getting very difficult to find parts for it due to its age and it is in need of many repairs.  Hoffmann moved and Kautzman seconded to allow Fuchs to pursue the purchase of a street sweeper for the city of New Salem in the amount of $35,000-45,000 including delivery.  All in favor, motion carried.
It was brought to the council’s attention that the interstate lighting project will cost the city 50% of the installation of the fixtures.  Fleckenstein will contact the DOT to get a quote before the city approves the installation.     
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Jim Frohlich was hired for the position as the transfer station attendant.  He has built a small mobile office for the transfer station and asked the council to consider reimbursing him for his labor.  Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to pay Frohlich for his labor, with Klusmann, Young, and Fleckenstein voting aye, and Hoffmann voting nay, the motion carried.
Board of Health
Two properties were discussed about possible condemnation; 117 N 7th St and 500 Main Ave.  Davis will send a letter to the property owners of 117 N 7th St.  Mayor Fitterer will get in touch with the property owners of 500 Main to discuss possible options for their property.
Personnel Committee
Fitterer informed the council that Diane Mackie has been hired as animal warden.
Building Committee

Hoffmann asked Davis to attend planning and zoning meetings concerning the development north of New Salem.  Hoffmann will let Davis know which meetings he would like her to attend.
Ordinance
Mayor Fitterer asked Officer McClenahan how the city would go about fining residents who don’t follow city ordinances.  McClenahan stated that the city would have to go through the municipal judge to get papers and local law enforcement would serve those papers.
Old Business

The joint powers agreement between the City of New Salem and the Fitness Center was again discussed.  Klusmann explained that the Fitness Center Committee has decided to explore some alternate routes of fund raising for the fitness center, but they may come back to the council in the Spring.  Klusmann made a motion and Schaaf seconded that the city is in support of the Fitness Center verbally, but at this time the city will not be providing a monetary contribution.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Hoffmann made a motion and Young seconded to accept the agreement from AE2S as our city engineers.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Hoffmann presented an update on the development north of New Salem and the letter sent to KLJ was reviewed.  One major concern of planning and zoning is structure height that may obstruct the view of Salem Sue.  P&Z is looking at limiting the height of homes/businesses built in the development.
New Business

Budget changes were discussed and the final budget meeting is set for September 24th, at 7pm.
Klusmann presented the board with information on the Old Red Trail Scenic Byway and requested a $500 donation.  Kautzman moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve a $500 donation to the Old Red Trail.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Klusmann moved and Hoffmann seconded to renew the City’s water/sewer CD with Security First Bank.  All voting aye, motion passed.
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the liquor license transfer from Sunset to the Auditorium on Sept. 27th.  All voting aye, motion carried.
The next regular city council meeting will be held Monday, October 13th, 2014 at 6:30 p.m.
Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
