Attendance

Minutes

Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the September 8th and 24th city council minutes, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

The Historical Society was presented with the Citizens of the month award for their commitment to the city of New Salem.

Representing Elm Crest Manor, Scott Wegner, with Arntson Stewart Wegner law firm, spoke to the council concerning the issuance of revenue bonds of up to $1.5 million.  North Dakota state law allows city and counties to issue tax exempt bonds on behalf of certain non-profit entities.  Young moved and Schaff seconded to issue the assisted living facility revenue bonds up to $1.5 million.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Diane Mackie approached the board concerning the necessity of having to contact the police about loose animals prior to her picking them up.  It was reinforced that citizens must first call the Morton County Sherriff’s office before the city animal warden can act.
Water and Sewer

Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to approve water adjustments in the amount of $5440.38 as presented by Davis.  All in favor, motion carried.  Davis presented the unpaid water bills.  Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to disconnect services.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Street Committee
The council followed up on the public nuisance letters that were sent out in August and September.  Other than just a few properties the council is pleased at the attention home owners have given to their properties.  The council will be contacting those who didn’t respond to the letters and possibly assessing a fine.  The council also followed up on those who received letters about cutting and maintaining grass, weeds, and trees.  The council agreed city employees will take care of those yards and the fees will be assessed to the property.  
Fleckenstein contacted the DOT in regards to the interstate lighting project scheduled to be completed in 2017.  The study, that was completed in 2013, warranted partial interchange lighting with state maintenance and operation.  Partial interchange lighting typically consists of 18 light standards at a cost of $6,000 per light standard.  The installation cost splits are as follows;  Federal 90%, State 10%, local 0%.

Fuchs informed the council that additional gravel will be placed by 4th and Spruce where water main repair took place.  The street will not be fixed this year to allow time for the street to settle.  Also, Fuchs will scrap rocks off of North 9th St.  Fuchs informed the council that the concrete surface drain that needs to be poured on Pine, between 8th and 9th streets will need to be bid out.  An add will be placed seeking bids due before the November 10th council meeting.
Fuchs presented the board with a proposal for a street sweeper.  Klusmann moved and Schaaf seconded to allow Fuchs to go through with the purchase of a 2003 Pelican Series P if he can keep the cost at or under $50,000 for the sweeper and shipping.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Auditorium committee

Davis informed the board that the auditorium doors we received from Timber Roots did not fit.  Timber Roots will be issuing the city a credit, but will not be able to supply new doors due to the closing of the last two Midwest stores.

Young moved and Kautzman seconded to extend our facility agreement with the Red Cross, all voting aye, the motion carried.

Fitterer suggested a change to our auditorium rental agreement.  Currently the city places a lock on the auditorium door, Fitterer suggested that renters supply their own locks during events.  The council agreed this would eliminate the issues with mismatched keys.  Davis will make the necessary changes to the contract.
Police Committee

The quarterly police report was reviewed.

Extended parking was discussed.  There has been some complaints brought to the council about vehicles and trailers being parked over the 48 hour limit, citizens must make a call to law enforcement to report the violation.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Beginning Nov. 1st Waste Management will begin charging the city recycling fees.  The council feels recycling is very important and would like to continue utilizing the recycling trailer, but feel the city needs to look into other options.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to begin looking into other options for recycling and make the recycling trailer available till the end of October.  At that time the trailer will be stored as the city seeks more cost effective options.  All voting aye the motion carried.  The council realizes this is an inconvenience and hopes to have the recycling trailer back for public access as soon as possible.
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to draft an easement proposal for the solid waste facility road.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Board of Health
There are still concerns about safety issues at 500 Main Ave.  Fitterer asked Davis to contact the owner and make sure the gas has been turned off to the property and also asked Davis to talk with Fuchs about getting the property owner an estimate for what the city would charge to demolish the property.
Personnel Committee
Fitterer requested the personnel committee to come up with a list of janitorial responsibilities for the auditorium staff.
Old Business

Davis requested pay for attending meetings.  Fleckenstein moved and Klusmann seconded to pay the auditor the same as a council member for meetings.  Schaff and Kautzman voted aye, Young voted nay.  Motions passed 4 to 1.

Fitterer brought to the council’s attention that the city is currently under violation of NDCC 40-08-09 by allowing city council members to serve on the board of the planning and zoning committee.  Davis will contact the League of Cities Attorney to seek advice on the matter. 
New Business

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the gaming permits for the Sportsman’s Club and to Elm Crest Manor, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Young moved and Klusmann seconded to renew the City’s street CD with Security First Bank.  All voting aye, motion passed.
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the liquor license transfer from the Field to the Auditorium on Oct 31st.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the liquor license for Judy Anderson, De Udder Bar, all voting aye the motion passed.
The next regular city council meeting will be held Monday, November 10th, 2014 at 6:30 p.m.
Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
